but this is a mistake. The name Ojibway—O-ckeepo-way—is given
to the Indians of Lake Superior and the Red Lake region from their
peculiar manner of dropping the voice toward the end of a sentence ;
cheepo meaning ** tapering,” and way, *‘sound, or voice.”
