S. F. Loughborough, of San Franeciscs,
who was for years a member of the Texas
Rangers, and afterward a sheriff of one of
the border counties in New Mexico, ar-
rived home, after three months’ absence
at Rossland, B.C., where he has for some
time past been interested in mining. He
is part owner of six properties, there, and
of these three are shipping ore and more
than paying expenses.

Mr. Loughborough believes that in five
years there will be & number of towns in
that part of British Columbia any one of
which will surpass Butte, Mont., in popu-
lation. Of these, Rossland, New Denver,
and Trail City are a few. He says the
mineral is widely distributed, and is so
rich as to surprise him, though for years
he has been familiar with mining,

Another thing that has won his great-
est admiration is the way the law ig ob-
served in that part of the country. Al-
though Rossland has some 8.000 inhabitants
there is but one man to preserve order. (e
18 the chief of police, conat,ab].e, sheriff,
and town marshal, all in one. Nobon
questions his power. It is absolute.

“When I saw all this,” said Mr. Lough-
borough, ‘‘saw how remarkably the laws
were executed, and reflected that the city
was but three years o!d, and was in a
great stretch of new country, filled by men
from all parts of the globe, it seemed to
me phenomenal. I could not help but
have a high opinion of British justice and
British law, when I thought how different
it was in similar places in the United
States and in San Francisco. I felt like
becoming a citizen of Great Britain, much
a8 I had hitherto depreciated that coun-
(ry.

“I don’t kmow but that I will do it yet.

away from Rossland on the stage, and had
reached Northport (on the American side,
only seven miles away), the first thing I
