Abp oxpert workman will shape and sharpen the teeth with an Emery Wheol,
leaving tho teoth case hardened, in Which condition tho saw will cut about 83 per cent. more lumber than a soft saw will. Thoes
who want to use the {lle, however, have only to touch the saw l{ghtly a second time (after going all over 1t once), and this second
touch wiii out through the case-hardenead scale,
