Most juust is the saying, "4te do and
ta suifer is a Christian's business."
For whoover sis worthy af that nume
cannot but imitate Lita suifering
Christ. Under the naine ot patience,
ltowaver, va do net include the vain
ostentation of a soul hardoned in
enduirance; after the manner of cer-
tain philosophtera of antiquity. WCa
intend to descrthe thea patience titat je
lcarnt et Christ, WVho rejêýcted enjoy-
ment aud, overeomtng humiliation,
becanie ahediemt tetahLtadeatl af te
uross ; te patience titat looks ta llim
for cornfort and for grace, that refuses
net ta suifer but rejoices in thte face of
sorrow, aud counts te greateet dis-
tresa for, gain.
