CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ANTARIO.

The most important feature in the trade
this week is the decision of the General
Board of Appraisers of the United States
in the now celebrated dressed lumber
case. On Wednesday last they gave their
decision, which is as follows: "Frank
Dudley vs. Collector at Burlington, Vt.-
Sawed boards or plank, planed on one or
both sides and on the edges, and grooved
or tongued or and grooved. Fol-
lowing G. A. 3131, the chim that the
merchandise is exempet from duty under
paragraph 676 was overruled." This is
briefbttsignicfiant. Itsimplymeansthat
Canada can send rough lum-ber, or boards
planed on the surface into the United
States free of duty, but if those boards
are planed on the edge they become
manufactures of wood, and have ta liay
25 per cent. This is quitte a blow to Ca-
nadian shippers and United St.tes im-
porters, and if not reversed on appeal,
which will doubtless be taken to the
courts, will necessitate a change in much
of the machinery in our planing mills, as
thedressingon both sides andedgesistione
ai one operation. it seems to be a small
business to draw such fine distinctions.
Asto the genesalconditionoftrade opinions
differ. One Toronto firm states their
business has been better than for years,
while others do not see much improve-
ment. Of one thing we tnay be assured,
there is more enquiry, and if sales and
prices are no better among the trIde gen-
erally, there is a better outlook ahead.
The saine firm have been shipping inch
stuff, sidings and other thin stuff ta Eng-
land in place of deals, which latter, at one
time, was the only kind of sawed gonds
going to England, but now London will
take boards, and it is likel> other markets
will open up. The denand is, liowever,
for vide stuff, say 7 inches and up, and it
will not do ti ship mil] run to Great
Britain. Birch, imaple and asl, arc in de-
mnand. Lath and shingles are viet ydull.

QUEDEC AND NFw DRUNSW1CK.

The drought and file wcather still con-
tinue in the east. The foner interferes
wili the saw mills, the latter keeps up the
demand for building msaterial. Still prices
are not up to what tlcy ouglht to be. The
cleapness of supplies is, however, in the
lumberman's favour. But ihere is, in
same cases, difficulty in gctng then in,
where, for instance, they have to be taken
up strean in flat boats. As things arc,
spruce is in good demand, and our lum-
bermen are doing fairly well, though a
hardening in prices would be welcomed.

URITISI COLUMDIA.

Trade is decidedlv looking up in British
Columbia. Summarized the condi.ion
may be stated as follows : Wholesale,
business bas been improvng snce July;
money is casier ; the long credit system is
a thtng of the past ; traders are branchng
out in every le.gitimate way. Retail, busi-
ness is tmuch better than last year ; the
weak men are weeded out; cash sales are
increasing ; money is casier. Mnng
promises to be carried on with renewed
activity. Custonis and inland revenues
receipts and C. P. R. revente from both
freight and passengers, sho.v an increase.
Even if the Souti Afrîcan bubble burst it
is expected Bntish Columbia will not be
seriously affected. The lumber trade
ficels, of course, the benefit of this im-
proved state ofaffairs. The export trade is
brisk. One vessel has completed ier car-
go and left. Business for the future is
pronising.

UNITED sTATES.

Throughnut the Unted States the lum-
ber trade the past veck bas been fairly
active. Dealers do not complain so much
of the amount oi business they are doing
as of prices which having been low for a
long time, do not, with an increase in the
volume of trade, and a more confident
feeling, show any decided inclination to
advance. The business of October bas
been larger than that for September, a
greater quantity having been distributed
fron wholesale points and entered into
consumption. Yards are not over stocked
and orders have been as a rule quick for de-
livery. This is specially truc of white and
yellow pine, and also of some of the hard-
woods, particularly oak, the latter of which
scems to be always in demsand for inside
finish and furniture. There isalsoagood
demand for car timber, the rai!ways feel-
ing encouraged to build new cars, both
for present and prospective require-
ments. Tihe novenent of itmber on the
great lakes is practically over for the sea-
son, though tiere are oi course sone car-
gocs yet ta go fotward. At Buffalo stocks
are estimated a ftraim 10 to 15 per cent.
less tlan at this îumsîe last year. The bet-
ter grades of ltinberarescarcc,:nd thisswill
hold true .ts to otIer points as eIl. Coarse
stocks are wel filled up and prices are
low. No great movenent eastward is cx-
pected this fall. Trade at Tonawanda is
liardly satisfactory. Stocks arc ltght, but
sufficient for present requirements. At
Duluth and Superior the milîs liavesawed
probahly 30 per cent. less than last sca-
son, and 50 per cent. of the cut Is yet oa
the docks, though shipping by water bas
