At last the day emue whon T myust bid
farowell to Nazarelh, and to the kind
friends there whe had ontortdined me so
hospitably. It was full timo $that I shounld
bo moving, ifT was to go to Baslbek and
Damascus, before the full heat of summor
wmado all travelling difticult. The young
frionds with whom I had mnade most of iny
excursions, having returned fo Jorusalem
{0 make thoir final siart from thers, I had
appointed to moet them off Caipha in the
steaaner from Boyront, that we might havo
ono more trip togother, for thoy too wishod
to seco Damascus. Dr, Vertan kindiy
radortook to escort mo o Cormnel, whero T
had determined to stay a night in the Con-
vont on the Mount. So on Muey 1st, about
7 a.m., ths Doctor and I rode away, 23 soon
as he could got froe from one or two pationts.
who ajready had come to consult him. As
wo rode-over the brow of the hill to the
north-esst of the town, I turned rround
to take o last look at that most interesting
spot, round which so many memories of the
lifo of the Son of Man cluster.

suporstifious ) mummories.  Yet, strange
as this sooms, p rhaps it is not really so
strange as fhe fact tant thousands of those
wholivo in the clear light of the Gospel in
Protostant lnnde, and havo had the offer of
a froo salvation without money and with
out price, sounded in thoir ears all the day-
of thoir life, yct live as rogardless. of it us
thioge who linvo nover hoard it, or imagine
tiat all js well with them Jbecouso they
are -Churchegoers: and Charch-membors,
vhile the lieat that ought to be Christ's is
devoted o tho world. If all tho churol-
mbtabers, or even-all tho renl Christians at
biolne vworo traly walking in tho {ateps of
Jéisus of Nazavotl, living fot to themselves
but to him who died- for thom, toiling to-
make monoy, not to laydt up {o bo a curae
to their childven, but to'wse it for their
3astor's glory, prax{;}g #Thy kingdom

while at home a few thousands of souls are
onough for any man {o cave for, a few mil-
lions aronono too many for the missionary
that they .pay so grudgiugly, and scarco pay
for at all,  God grant that tho {okens of re-
vival in the Christian Church may sproad,
and Jeepon, and then wo shall havo brighter
days for issions.

Dr. Vartan did not take me by tho
ordinary and shortest road to Mounut Carmel.

We took a track that rnus a little
farther north, in order that we might, on
the way, visit & native missionary of the
Church Missionary Socioty, who is sta-
tioned at {he town of Shola-Omar.
I had the: same good horse that I rode
to Boienn, while for my baggage, I had
also & horgo instead of & mnly us formerly.

rik of hus lile. Any of the volations of tho
man ho had shot would eonsidor ho wag do-
ing n laudable deed in attacking him.
Thongh theso blood-feuds aro not absolnto-
Iy recognized by the law, it is too weak and
too carolass to put thom down. Dr. Vartan
converaed a good doal withthe poor man as
we wont nlong, and told wme hoe found him
very intelligent, and woll acquainted with
Saripture,

Aﬁ Isuw there, and dftorwards in tho
Lubanon, convinced mo that the moun-
taineers aro on tho wholo vory superior to
tho natives of southovn Palostine, Perhaps
this may poartly be sccounted for by the
fact that it isonly of Iate yosva that the
Turkieh Government has got completo
powor in the Lebanon, Iormerly the poo-
.plo wors rulod by their own chiefs, though
nominally under the Governmént of Con-
statinoplo. The rule of the nativo
chiofs might bs bad enough, snd cortainly
lod tomuch sirife botweon tho difforcnt
races and religions, Druse, Baronite, eto.,
but yot a sort of independence of character
was fostorod that was favoarable fo intel-
ligence and indastry. Our road led us

near Sefaridh, nnd away westward among.

low hills, iz somo parts woll wooded. It
was pleasant to hear the blackbirds sing:
ing in the trees. We passed near an en.
oatnptontof Bodouins, andeaw large hords
of cuttlo baing watersd at & weli, Ono of
tho hordsmor. had a sort of pipo en which
ho was playicg soae mounotonous native
tune. Wo could not go quickly, for Dr.
Vartan did not like to lose sight of my
baggago, robberios boing rather common
among these hills. The horae with it could
not go boyond n quick walk, which of
couréo kopt us baok. ~ It was not far from
our road that a ocolporteur, who works
under Dr. Vartan's suporvision, was entic.
ed into tho wood under some plausible
exouso, and thoro robbed of tho littlo monoy
ho had got by salo of books, atriipod of all
his olothing, and his donkey taken. from
him. Aftornight fall ho madd his way to
a village whero the peoplo were kind to
him. Sevoral othar robberies on peopls of
moro imcportance being committed about
tho anmo  timd, the authorilies
of Accha sent out soms troops to
mcko a groat demonciration, and did abso-
lutely aucecod 1n taking ono ofLhe robbors.
Whilo I was ataying in Nazareth a lotter
from tho robbor to Dr. Varian arrived, and
I was lot into a littlo 'knowledge of the
way justico 18 oxccuted in Palestine. The
man had boen committed to prison in
Accha for & perfectly indefinito timo. Had
he bad means to bribe tho officiala he
should not havo noeded {0 bo o prisoner
long, but having no money forbribes thero
he had to remain, iiving or starving on any
food L s frionds, or charituble neighbours
ohoso to give him. The Government do
not food prisoners. Ho bad been some
‘mo. ths in this state when he got n lotter
writton {o Dr. Vartan, Bskinﬁ him to
intercedo with tho authorites fou his reloaso.
Dr. V. wasinclined to do 8o, for hothought
tho man had had as long a dotontion as an
English magistrate wonld have sentencod
hiny to. 1t had croated rathor o sensation
m many miods at Accha that tho vory
colportcur who had beon robbed nover
wont to Accha without visiting tho prison,
and taking some small supply of food to the
man who had injured bita. It wasa oarryingi
out of tho Gospol rule of overcoming ovi

with good, whioh greatly astonished them.
Woe reachiad Shefs-Omar about noon, and
wont to.the nativo missionary's house to
rost. I oould have but'little interconrse
with hum or his wile, for she apoko no Eng-
nish at al, and he but very little. In Arabio.
he is smd to bo nn oloquont preachor, and.
has gathored o considorable congregation,
for which a neat little Chinreh was then be-
ing built.

His great complaind is the uttor want of
oducation among tho women. Tho
consequenco i8 that none of them
caro to go to Church. Thore is a
boys' school at Shefa Omar, bat none
for gir]s, and the pcople are too poor
to raiso funds sor oue, and the Missionary
Soeciety haanot yot Leen ablo to enswer
the appeal for a achool-mistress ab theix
oxponse.,

Pho piissionary’s wife did hor utmost to
be hospitable, and wo lunched on eggs,
pative broad, and chense, and coffce with-
out milk. Whilo Dr. Vartan went to visit
a sick pergan I went to sco n largo building
in & moro than half ruinous state.

It was acagtlo built by oue of tho formor
governors of Accha, A fow. of tho under
roorus a0 elill used as & barrack, bat most
of tho halls that surround the hallow equare
in the oeatro aro fast going to decay. Irom
the baftlements I bad o fine viow over an
undnlating country to. tho bay of Accha,
with the town jutting eut into tho sea to
tho north, nud Carmel bonnding the bay to
tho sonth, with Caipha lying just at its
foot. Carmel! ianot the solitary hill that
thae nam« of mount would load ove o ex-
pect. but & long rauge running inland in a
sounth-onsterly dircotion, 1ising abruptly
from the margin of th Kishon, but haviog
a long sloping sort of tablo land at il sum.
mit.  From £hefv.Omar wa proceeded at
8 more vapid rath as we role through &
more froquented aand safer district, so did
not necd to keep thio baggago horse in sight.
As we came gindually down from the elevi-
tion, on which the 1nined castle forms a
conspicaons objoet, we had very fine views
of the promontury of Carmel, juiting ont
