If any uno were to walk ono way through all the
otroots of Liondon, ho would be ob'iged togo a
distance of 2,600 miles, or as far as it is across the
American continent from New York to San Fran-
ciscn. This will givo an idea of what would have
to bo done in order to see oven the greater part of
London,

In our approach to this city, as well as in our
rambles through the strosts, we shall not be struck
so much by its splondid and imposing appearance
as by its immonsity. Go whore wo may, there
seoms to bono end to the town. It is fourteen
miles one way, and eight miles the other, and con-
tains & population of nearly four million people,
which is greater, indeod, than thatof Switzerland,
or the kingdoms of Denmark and Groece combined.

Wo are told on gond anthority thal there are moro
Scotohmen in Londen than in Edinburgh, more
Irishmen than in Dub'in, and more Jows than in
Palestine, with foraignors from all pasis of the
world, including a groat number of Americans.
Yot there aro so many Eaglishmon in London, that
one is not likely to notico tho prosence of these
people of other nations,

"Phis vaet bedy of citizens, eomo eo rich thatthey
never can count t’ eir money, and some so pour
that they never have any lo count, eat every year
400,000 oxen, 1,600,000 sheop, 8,000,000 chickens
and game birds, not to speak of calves, hogs, and
different kinds of fish. They consumo 500,000,000
oystors, which, although it seews like a large nun-
ber, would only give, if equaily divided among all
tho people, ono oyster every third day to each
person, Thero aro 300,000 servants in Londou,
enough pooplo to make a large city ; but as this
gives only one servant to each duzon citizens, it is
quito evident that a great many of the pevple.must
wait on thomsolves. Things aro very uncqually
divided in London ; and T have no doubt that in-
stoad of thero being one soryant to twelve, some of
the rich lords and ladies have.twolve servants a
picce.-—St. Nicholas.
