Dousriy, Jan, 7.—S8ix delegates, favorable
to Mr. (’Connor, Mr. Purnell’s candidate,
have been chosen from Tipperary to attend
the convention to be held at Thurles, last
Friday's convention there having been de-
clared by Mr. Paruell to be irregular, The
Ryan, or Opposition candidates, were all de-
feated, The clectors of County Monaghan
havo presented Mr. Timothy Healy, M.P.,
with a purse of §3,000, in recognition of his
cminent public services for Ireland. In
ncknowledging the gift, Mr. Healy expressed
the hope that in the day when Ireland shall
be free his name may be remembered as that
of u hainble soldier in her cause.

Dunuiv, Jan. 8.—Mr. Parnell addressed a
vaweting in Tipperary to-day. Four years
uo, he anid, the men of Tipperary helped
him to uafurl the Dbanner of the league.
Their moveinert became historiz, and proved
of great service to the Irish people. A
similar point in the history of Ireland had
now been reached.

MORRIL ON RECIPROCITY.

PROPOSED TREATIES DENOUXNCED
THE U. 8. SENATE.

Wasmisgtox, Jan, 7,—In the Seoate to-
day, Morritt ealled up his resolution declaring
thut the so ealled reciprocity treuties, having
no pos-ible basis of reciprocity with nations of
inferior population and wealth, involving
the surrenler of enormously unequal sums of
revinne, uhd immensely larger volumes of
houie trudde than ure offered to us iu return,
and iuvolving constitutional questions of
the gravest character, are untimely, and
should everywhere be regarded with disfavor,
Morrill spoks at length in zupport of lus
regolution, taking the ground that recipro-
city treaties were unconstitubional ; that
apart from  their uwiconstitutionality they
were **incurably wrong ;" and that they were
at war with the “most favored nution”
elouse of nll other treaties : that th: so-
eallud reciprocity teeaty with inforior nations
sariendered much home trade in return, and
that renl reciorocity with such natiors is
Epossible.

" WrsTHORELAND, Ponn., Jan. 7.—A rumor is
current here to-uight, that English detectives
have obtained evidence that a powerful secret
socinty of dynamiters exists within the bound-
aries of this county, and that the society is
directly responsible for the recant explo-ions
and assassinations in Fagland. Detectives have
beon on the track of the society for several
months and found it well and thoroughly orga-
nized, somewhat nnder the plan of the Mbollie
Maguires. Sewme of the recent explosions have
been ¢raced directly to this country, as well asa
number of asgassinations committed in England.
The headquarters of the brotherhood is suggest-
ed to be at Irwin, a small mining town west of
this place.

THE MORIN SCANDAL.

MADAME HUGUES ACQUITTED OF TUE

MURDER.

Paris, Jan. 8, —Madume Hugnes declared
that she had oftered Morin to apply tor a re-
mission of his sentence, if he would retract
the calumnies he had circulated about her
Merin returned an insulting reply. In
concludizg she snid: “If you believe
me guilty, condemn me; if you can
understand the moral tortures I have
endnred, acquit me.” Those words
were uttered in a firm and energetic tone,
She appeared to make a favorable impreesion
on the jury. In veply to a remark by one of
the judges that the murder was unjustitiable,
especially after fifteen months’ premedita-
tion, she snit :—* You would not reason sc
coolly if you had suffercd as I have,” and
proceeded to unfold the unremitting and
utrocious character of the persecution to which
she had heern subjected. During the narra-
tive she hLecaine very much excited. She
adr.itted thut she would have killed Madame
Le Normand or her private agent, Clerget,
but for the fact that both said Morin wua
responsible for the calumnics heaped upon

her. The presiding judge in his charge said
the curds which had heen sent to

Madame Hugues were of so indecent a
character as to justify him in preventing
them from being read in the court room, but
they wonld be laid before the juvy for their
considerntion. An exciting dialogueoccurred
during the provecdings between Madame
Hugues and the judge. The judge said Morin
did not write the objectionable cacds. The
prisoner insisted that they were dictated by
Morin and chatlenged anyone to find the pet-
son who did write them. Forge, a member
of the chamber of deputies, addressing the
court was cmphatic in his praise of the action
of Madame Hugues, and 8o vehement in his
declaration of Lis endorsement that the judge
imposed o severe rebuke uponhim  The ad-
dresses to the jury were of considerable
length, and a verdict was returned at 2 a.m.
The unnouncement of ** Not guilty » was the
signal for tremeandous applazse. The popular
sympathy for Mad. IIugues was demonstrated
by vociferous shouts and cheers. The ver-
diet acquits her of murder, Lut she is con-
demned to pay $480 damages and the cost of
the trial. .

The court room during the trial was so
thoroughly erowded thas people sat at the
feet of the judge. Anxious attemlants cven
seated themselves heneath the tablas of the
luwwyers. The toilets of the ladies present
were brilliaut and conbeibutions from  the
gardens and hot houses gave the court rovm
the appearance of a conscrvatory.

The prayer is precisely the
thing for the British Phariace. **Grant also,”
pray the pious warriors ag » preliminary to run-
ving naked Sowdanese through the lungs for
defending their country, *‘grant also that
we may evermore use Thy Merey” (that is to
say, their Martini-Henry cartridges and coldt
stecl), “* to Thy Glory, to the advancement
of Thy kingdom"” (which, of vourse, will be
understood on high to mean the kingdom of
Great Britain), * and the honor of our
Sovereign ; seeling always the deliverance of

the oppressed” (as when Her DMajesty’s
troops ombarked for the purpose of
serving  processes on the hungry

populstion of Tory Island) “and as much us
Lieth in us the qood of all mankind.” 'This
last is charming. It might at the first blush
be takesn for irony, but it is really British
humility. For much as it hath lain in them
to serve all mankind by niaking their empire
the most successful plunderer, pirnte, and
cut-throat of modern times still the humble
Britisher meekly ncknowledgos that all
mankind—as, for instance, the person
plundered, pirated, and visited with fire and
sword-—may not tuke exactly that view of
the matter.
