Relative Rank of the Officers of the Navy, Army and Air Force.

Officers of the Royal Canadian Navy shall take relative rank with each other,
rank for rank, according to seniority; or in the case of Commodores, date of appoint-
ment. Their relative rank with officers of the Army and Air Force, shall be as laid
down in the following table and shall take effect in the same manner, according to
seniority or date of appointment.
