Range of talks

Discussions during the visit focused on
East/West relations, the state of the North
Atlantic alliance, Canada’s continuing poli-
tical and military commitments to NATO, and
arms control.

NATO solidarity as new United States-
Soviet arms talks progress was stressed by
Lord Carrington. He said that only a strong
and unified NATO can effectively negotiate
with the Soviet Union on arms control.

Arms control and disarmament are also
just as important as defence and deterrence
added Lord Carrington. “We must make
every effort to negotiate with the Soviet
Union a stable balance of arms and armed

forces — and especially of nuclear arms —
at levels much lower than present,” he said.

Canada’s political contributions to NATO
in diplomacy and peace-keeping were
praised by Lord Carrington but he said
there’s room for more military efforts, par-
ticularly in providing conventional forces
to the alliance.
