The Parties to this Protocol,

1eina Parties ta the Vienna convention for the Protection of the OzoneLayer,

Mindful of their obligation under that Convention to take appropriatemieures to protect bunan healtb and the envîrouent againat adverse effectsresulting or likely to resuit from buton activities which modify or are likelyto uodify the ozone layer,

leco nizinp that venld-vide amissions of certain substances cansignificantly deplete and othervise modify the ozone layer in a manner that islikely tu resuit in adverse affecte on buman bealth and tbe environment,

Conscious of the potential climatic effacts of emissions of thesesubstances,

Avare that moasures taken to protect tbe ozone layer f rom depletion shouldb. based on relevant scientifIc knovledge. talcing into account technical andeconomic cons iderat ions,

Dat eruined ta protect the ozone layer by taking precautionary miesures teconttrol eqûitably total global omissions of substances that deplete it, viththe ultimate objective of their elinination on the biais of developuents inscientific knovledge, taking into account technîcal and econornic
cons iderat ions,

chno0Vledinp that special provision in requirad te meet the needs ofdeveloping countries for these substances,

Notion the precautionary mieures for controlling amissions of certainchlorofluorocarbone, that bave already been taken«at national and regional
levels,

Conuniderin& the importance of promoting international co-oparation in theresearcb and developcant cf science and technology relating te the control andreduct ion of euiissions of substances tbat deplete the ozone layer, bearing inmInd in particular the »aide of developing countries,
