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tanker tonnage have either signed it without
reservation as to ratification, acceptance or
approval or have deposited instruments of
ratification, acceptance, approval or accession
with the Secretary-General of the Organization.

2. For each State which subsequently ratifies,
accepts, approves or accedes to it the present
Convention shall corne into force on the ninetieth
day a.fter deposit by such State of the appropriate
instrument.

ARTICLE XVI

1. The present Convention may be denounced by
any Contracting State at any time after the date on
which the Convention cornes into force fur that
State.

2. Denunciation shall be effected by the deposit
of an instrument with the Secretary-General of the
Organization.

3. A denunciation shall take effect one year, or
such longer period as may be specified in the
instrument of denunciation, after its d.eposit with
the Secretary-General of the Organization.

ARTICLE XVII

1. The United Nations, where it is the
administering authority for a territory, or any
Contracting State responsible for the international
relations of a territory, shall as soon as possible
consuit with the appropriate authorities of such
territory or take such other measwres as may be
appropriate, in order to extend thie present
Convention to that territory and may at any tîme by
