To Our Beloved and Faithful the Senators of the Dominion of Canada, and
the Members elected to serve in the House of Commons of Our said
Lominion, and to each and every of you,—GREETINGS:

A PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS Our Parliament of Canada stands prorogued to the fourteenth

day of the month of October, 1929, at which time, at Our City of Ottawa,
you were held and constrained to appear. Now Kxow YE, that for divers causes
and considerations, and taking into consideration the ease and convenience of
Our Loving Subjects, We have thought fit by and with the advice of Our Privy
Council for Canada, to relieve you, and each of you, of your attendance at the
time aforesaid, hereby convoking and by these presents enjoining you and each
of you, that on Monday, the TWENTY-FIFTH day of the month of
NOVEMBER, 1929, you meet Us, in Our Parliament of Canada, at Our City
of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state and welfare of Our said
Dominion of Canada and therein to do as may seem necessary. HEREIN FaAIL

In TestiMoNy WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made
Patent, and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WiTNEss:

Our Most Excellent Order of the British Empire, Governor General and
Commander-in-Chief of Our Dominion of Canada.

At Our Government House, in Our City of OTTAWA, in Our said D8minion,
this seventh day of October, in the year of Our Lord one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-nine and in the twentieth year of Our Reign.
