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The Order being read for the second reading of Bill No. 366 (Letter F-12
of the Senate), intituled: “An Act to incorporate the Belleville Harbour
Commissioners”;

Mr. Chevrier moved,—That the said Bill be now read the second time.

After debate thereon, the question being put on the said motion; it was
agreed to.

The said Bill was accordingly read the second time, considered in Committee
of the Whole, reported without amendment;

By leave of the House, the said Bill was read the third time and passed.

The House resolved itself into Committee of the Whole to consider a
certain proposed Resolution respecting Currency, the Royal Canadian Mint
and the Exchange Fund.

(In the Committee)

The following Resolution was adopled: —

Resolved,—That it is expedient to introduce a measure intituled: “An Act
respecting Currency, the Royal Canadian Mint and the Exchange Fund”, provid-
ing therein for certain administrative changes, and repealing the Currency Act,
Part II of the Department of Finance and Treasury Board Act, sections twenty-
eight, twenty-nine and thirty of the Bank of Canada Act and the Foreign
Exchange Control Act.

Resolution to be reported.
The said Resolution was reported, read the second time and concurred in.

Mr. Abbott then, by leave of the House, presented a Bill, No. 390, An Act
respecting Currency, the Royal Canadian Mint and the Exchange Fund, which
was read the first time, and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of
the House.

The Order being read for the House to resolve itself again into Committee
of Supply;

Mr. Abbott moved,—That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair.

And the question being put on the said motion; it was agreed to.

The House accordingly resolved itself again into Committee of Supply.
