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-of coming to Ottawa. Let the government
pay the transport only, flot the entrance
fee, of one man from every unit, even frorn
the moat remote part of Canada, Vo Ot-
tawa. If my hon. friends have any sug-
gestions to make in that regard I will 'be
glad to hear them.

Mr. SHARPE (North Ontario). I think
that the idea of my bohi. friend the Minis-
tVer. of Militia and Defence is a good one,
end I also think that the suggestion of the
hon. member for Carleton, N.B. (Mr. Car-
veil) is along the right lies, because the
ultimate oabject of the training which is
given in the militia is to produce good
ýshots. I would like to see the minister
allow the captains of the companies Vo
nominate one or two shots, and give them
their transport to the annual meeting of
the provincial associations.

Mr. CARVELL. I arn afraid you would
'have trouble there. Each man must work
his own way Vo the meeting.

Mr. SHARPE (North Ontario). I do
noV thlnk so. Most o! the men wbo at-
tend the association meeting are pot hunt-
,ers. You cannot get men to go to the
association meeting and compete with good
shots. If the minister would allow the
officers Vo norninate Vwo, three, or four
men and give thern transport to the prov-
incial association meeting it would give a
great impetus to the shooting, and the best
men then could corne -down Vo Ottawa, al-
ter having gone Vo the meeting of the prov-
incial association, at the expense of the
department. That would produce a great
deal of interest in rifle shooting, it would
encourage young shots and not pot hunt-
ers, and it -would be a move upon right
lines.

Mn. CARVELL. At this late hour I do
noV probose to discuss the question in ail]
its details. The idea of the ministen, I
think, ia a good one. But I arn afraid
that if he allowed these -men ta be ap-
pointed or selected by the commanding of-
ficer Vhere anight be a charge of partiality.
I would prefer Vo -let each man win bis
own spurs in bis own corps. That is a
matter of detail. I have no doubt the
minister will be able Vo work out some-
thing.

Mr. MORPHY. AV the annuel camp in
London two, years a-go, the Militia depart-
ment placed in the bande o! the men the
Rose rifle, and Vold Vhem Vo shoot with it.
At that time the regulation was,-that the
men wouM be paid the increase for effi-
ciency i shooting and as the men were ab-
solutely unacquainted with this rifle, the
nesuit was miserable shooting, and wide-
spread discontent wà& the department and
criticism o! it by the men. That extended
thîrough the whole western district of On-

tario, because the men Vhougbt it was. a
trick of the government Vo take fnom them
the pay they would otherwise -have earned,
in addition Vo the miserable pittance tbey
neceive. I cannot, conceive tbat eny govern-
ment would descend Vo such a practice,_ nor
do I make such a chiarge against the laVe
1government, but the Tresuit of iV was, 'dhat
the rnen foîl1 awlay fnom the regiments, in
pique and angen. 1 Would ask -the Minister
of! Militia to bear that incident in mind. I
believe that rnainly because of it, Vhe 28th
regiment did noV go into the annual in-.
atruction camp lest year, and owing Vo the
widespread discontent that prevailed, be-
cause of the incident, it bas had the effect
o! prectically killing the regiment. IV
seems to me that the Minister of Militia
would be well advised Vo make a note cf
that. Then, with regard Vo regirnenta]
banda, I may say that the 28th regiment's
band bas been dead for years, and the re-
giment bas to depend for it.s music on the
Grand Trunk band, of the City of Strat-
,ford. The Wellington regiment the MOh once
had a splendid band, but its headquarters
are now flfty-flve miles awey from the regi-
mental headquarters. I ment-ion this, so
as Vo impresa upon the mainister that
if the negfiments are going Vo have banda,
they should be regimental bands at head-
quartera. For my own part, I feel that
whetber througb intent or not, the regi-
mental service of this country bas fallen
Vo a very 10w standard, and I think some-
thing shoul'd be donýe. AfVer listening Vo
the remarks made 'by bon. gentle -men on
b-oth aides, I have come Vo the conclusion
that there la no way in thia country of de-
veloffing the miliVia Iservice other than
through the training o! the young men of
the countny in the schools and colleges o!
the Dominion. -You cannot geV men in
this couintry Vo go out for seventy-flve cents
and a dollar a day and weer out a pair cf
four dollar boots in the dews of the morn-
ing,,for f un and pleasure. You have ta
recognize that tirnes have changed. There
has been a good deal said about autornobi-
les Vo-night. I Vhink the whole dopant-
ment wants to be shaken up, and if the
minister will use an automobile for hlm-
self instead of giving it to bis officials, and
go over the ground in one of thesse machines,
ho miglit be doing a great service to the
country.

Mr. MACDONALD. W-haV is- the attitude
of the National Rifle Association with re-
gard Vo the sights on the Ros rifle?

Mr. HUGHES <Vic.Voia). I heard un-
officially, that the Dominion Rifle A.ssocia-
tion had commnunicated witb the National
Rifle Association, and that the latter have
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
