SERVICE EXTENSION

Question No. 157—Mr. Marlin (Essex East):
What is the policy of the unemployment insur­

ance commission in the matter of granting exten­
sion of service to its own employees on reaching 
age 65?
Answer by: Hon. Michael Starr (Minister of

Labour):
The commission will grant an extension of 

one year to any employee who requests one, 
provided that the employee concerned is in 
good health and is giving satisfactory service.

A subsequent extension of one year’s dur­
ation can be granted if the commission is 
satisfied that the employee is in good health 
and is giving satisfactory service.

A further extension may be granted upon 
production of evidence satisfactory to the 
commission that the services being rendered

Question No. 166—Mr. Badanai:
1. Are domestic ships using the St. Lawrence 

seaway discriminated against when foreign ships 
travelling light cause delay?
