
Inquiries of the Ministry
Mr. Pearson: On a question of privilege,

that last statement by the right hon. gentle-
man is false and untrue.

Mr. Diefenbaker: I do not ask for with-
drawals. I do not have that thin skin which
the Prime Minister showed today and which
he has shown so often. I do not mind what
he says. The facts tell the story, that the
Prime Minister and the government inter-
fered. Otherwise they would not have had
the 12 screenings. It was not enjoyment and
entertainment which kept them there watch-
ing it all those times.

Mr. Speaker: We now seem to have reached
a happy conclusion, and I am not going to
admit any more supplementaries.

Mr. Hamilton: I wish to ask a small sup-
plementary question. If the Prime Minister
intends to ask the C.B.C. to let members of
parliament see this film, I think we would
want to see the complete film before editing
took place. We want to see the original film
before it was censored; we want to find out
why the C.B.C. refused to produce it. It is
these missing parts that are of interest to
us. I think the C.B.C. have been under tre-
mendous pressure as a result of all these
screenings; they have turned it down because
they will not publish, under their own name,
a censored film. I should like to look at the
uncensored film to see what has been taken
out.

Mr. Pearson: I will be very glad to ask the
C.B.C. to show the hon. gentleman the miss-
ing parts of the film.

Mr. Speaker: Order. Let us get on with
the business before the house.

Mr. Diefenbaker: Mr. Speaker, I would

like to direct a question to the Secretary of
State and ask him if he will ascertain
whether the C.B.C. yesterday refused to per-
mit the screening of a print of the film "Mr.
Pearson" for a group in Ottawa last night.
Did the C.B.C. take the stand that the expur-
gated edition which they have on hand is being
held in escrow, and will the minister direct
the attention of the C.B.C. to the fact that
what is wanted is not the revised or expur-
gated edition but the entire edition before
it received excision following the considera-
tion given it by ministers of the government?

Hon. Maurice Lamonfagne (Secretary of
State): I will, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Bell: I want my $2 back.

Mr. Pearson: I told you that you would be
disappointed.

Mr. D. V. Pugh (Okanagan Boundary): Mr.
Speaker, I have a supplementary question
for the Secretary of State. Will the Secretary
of State say that no pressure through any
agency has been brought to bear on any
private television system which would pre-
clude such system from showing the Bal-
lentine film of the Prime Minister?

Mr. Lamontagne: I know of no pressure,
Mr. Speaker.
