ATHABASCA RIVER-PROPOSED COMMISSION
0F INQUIRY INýTO OIL SPILL, CONTROL

AND PREVENTION

Mr. G. W. Baldwin (Peace River): Mr.
Speaker, I should like to ask a question of the
Minister for Indian Aiffairs and Northern
Development in respect of a matter which I
have already raised. In view of the fact that
the oul spili in the Athabasca River is moving
with tremendous rapidity hundreds of miles
north tbrough the Pence and Slave Hivers
and threatening the water supply of Fort
Smith, will the minister get in contact with
the proper authorities in the province of
Alberta to arrange for a commission of inqui-
ry as to the nature of tis spifl, how it hap-
pened, whether proper steps were taken to
control it and what can be done to prevent a
repetition of this very dangerous form of
pollution?

Hon. Jean Chrétien (Mirnster of Indian
Aiffairs and Northern Development): Mr.
Speaker, the problem has been looked into by
the officiais of my department. As early as
Saturday morning, I communicated. with Mr.
Ross, Minister of the Alberta Department of
Lands and Forests, to seek the co-operation of
his department, and we have set up a task
force headed by Mr. Stephens of the Wildlife
Service to study the problem. In addition, 23
officiais of the Department of National Defence
have been sent on the spot, not to mention
officiais of the Department of Indian Affairs
and Northern Development. We have
obtained the co-operation of the Alberta gov-
ernment and hope to, repair the damage as
soon as possible.

With regard to the possibility of preventing
the recurrence of such incidents, of course the
officiais concerned have been asked to look
fully into the cause of that pollution and to
try to give the necessary instructions to pre-
vent a recurrence.
