DESIGNATION 0F MARCH 21 AS AFGHANISTAN DAY MOTION

that date approaches, we recail that Afghanistan was invaded
by Soviet forces in December, 1979, an invasion condemned by
the Government of Canada as a breach of the principles; of the
United Nations charter and a violation of the sovereignty,
territorial integrity and independence of a United Nations
member.

The House of Commons continues to be deeply distressed by
the suffering and hardship which the Afghanistan people are
experiencing under foreign occupation, including the bombing
of innocent civilian populations, the destruction of the homes
and the means of livelihood of these people.
