CONTRAVENTIONS ACT

MEASURE TO ENAU1r

Hon. Monique Landry (for the Minister of Justice)
moved that Bill C-46, an act respectmng contraventions
of federal enactments, be read the second tiine and
referred to Legisiative Committee H.

Mr. Stan Darling (Parry Sound-Muskoka): Mr.
Speaker, I arn honoured to rise in the House today and
tend support to the Minister of Justice who has set
forward her proposais for a federal ticketing scheme.

'Me Contraventions Act is but one means whereby the
federal government can assist provincial jurisdictions in
coping with the heavy burden on the courts. The Contra-
ventions Act provides for a ticketing scheme that will be
simple and will assist in making the justice system more
efficient.

To begin with, the 12 participating departments and
agencies have identified almost 4,000 existing minor
regulatory offences which will be included in a schedule
of offences. The schedule which accompanies the act can
be regularly updated and amended so as to meet the
future needs of government departments and agencies.

What kind of offences are contemplated by this Con-
traventions Act? We are talking about minor offences.
For example, recklessly driving a motor boat close to
shore, hunting without a valid licence, camping in a park
without a permit, illegal parking on federal lands.
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
