The
name most fre(|uently (pu)tetl is that of Prince lulward, Duke of Kent, father of Oueeu \'ictoria, w ho was here

al)out one hundred years ago, and who ])lanned and directed the beginnings of tlie ])resent mighty citadel. Then
there have been other names, of men less exalted in rank, but who.se deeds on the fields of battle in otiier lands will

live as long as the world remend)ers the glorious campaigns which lia\e become an integral part of the world's

imperishal)le record.

The citadel is the chief object to attract the stranger's eye in approaching tlic city, wliicli it crowns at a

height of 265 feet above the level of the .sea. It is a massive and wonderful fortification, which has, year by year,

been strengthened and improved as the science of warfare has advanced in moder.i times. .\ large amount of

UKMiey has been spent n|)on it and the other fortificatii'us of Halifax by the Imperial government, and it is safe to

say that the expenditure will continue to be freely made as circumstances demand. At this important station all

must be kept up abreast of the age, and the work of improving and jjutting in order is practicallv a continuous one.

The most ai)iiroved arms and appliances of war are to be found here, and should occasion unha])pil\' arise, Halifax

would be found well prepared to meet any warlike emergency.
