The greatest racing meet for running 
* and trotting horses that has ever been 

held in Canada opened at the Hamilton 
Jockey Club track on Saturday and was 
continued yesterday. with success be-* 
yond expectations. The association 
set out months ago to make £he meeting 
the very beet, and has
working with ' that end in view 
ever since. The directors have done all 
that any one cpuld expect" or desire to 
make the harness races popular, and the 
large crowds of fashionable people pres­
ent on both Saturday ‘ .and yesterday 
must have given them much satisfaction.

Among those who attended the races 
of the first day were the Ilendrie party, 
which drove down to the track in "Mr.
Hendrie’s drag, behind a splendid four- 
in-hand. The party included Mr. and 
Mrs. Wm. Hendrie, the Misses’ Ilendrie,
Mrs. J. 8. Hendrie, Messrs. Capt. Wm.
Hendrie, J. W. Hendrie and others. Mr.
J. M. Lottridge and party, including 
Mrs. and Miss Lottridge, Misses Grant 
and others, drove dqwn in 'the Presi­
dents drug, and among other* in the 
members’ boxes were Mr. Geo. Roach 
and party, Mr. C. K. and Miss Horn ville 
and many others feom-the city and Tor­
onto. It was a very fashionable crowd.
The attendance was ahead of that of the 
opening day last year.

Yesterday was a record day. Throve 
wasn’t nearly enough room in the im­
mense grand stand to accommodate all 
who were present. The attendance was 
estimated at 5,000, or a little more, and 
embraced the style Of thb city.

Since then, however, I 
find that persistent efforts are being 
made to mislead thé shareholders of the 
club, and to create a prejudice against 
me in the public mind by charging me 
with intentions that exist only in the 
prolific imaginations of my detractors.

Hamilton I am unfit to be President of 1 
the club. Permit me to remind original 
shareholders that the Ontario Jockey 
Club was formed as a provincial -club 
not as a sectional one, and that it has 
always maintained that characteristic 
since its inception until uow/aud Iijhave 
always and at nil times done everythin!

I did It nt ttraWtxprese 
request of the very men who are now 
comlenming me for doing so, they were 
in fear and trembling lest the Wood­
bine Driving club should get control of 
the stock. Ï was urged to do wlmt I 
could to prevent this. I do not know 
whether the Driving clnb ever had any 
such intention, b^t It was so represented 
to me. and on those grounds I added to 
my original holding of three by purchas­
ing an additional five shares. Another 
grievance 1» thojt 1 fonf interested in all 
the * recognized racing association» of 
Canada. Bel-Alr. Montreal (the only On­
tario member and^rlginal mibscrlber) : 
Hamilton, original subscriber : Windsor, 
original subscriber L and, as already 
mentioned, Toronÿ. original subscriber.
I have really thought ray action In this 
direction syonld bf commended, as show­
ing my desire to encourage racing all 
over the Dominion, but evidently my 
chief detractor does not think so, and 
would prefer guaranteeing certain 
amount» of money to induce foreign own­
ers to come here rather than encourage 
Canadian owners and breeders.

I have been President of the Ontario 
Jockey Club for ten years, during all of 
which time I cannot recall an unpleasant 
word with any of my colleagues, until 
the last meeting, when I was Inçnltcd 
at the Judge’s stand in a most gross and 
uncalled for manner by Mr. Patteson, 
and it was only on the intervention of, 
Mr. Seagram, Mr. Torrance and Professor 
Smith that peace was restored. Upon 
the following Monday afternoon after 
the races the Executive met to get a 
rough estimate of the results, and at 
that meeting not a word passed of what 
was evidently then fermenting in Mr. 
Patteson’» mind. I attended Windsor 
meeting in the' capacity of your Presl- 

l^flent anil upon my return home on the 
following Monday (Jm>t two weeks from 
our meeting) the manifesto signed by 
Messrs. Patteson, Torrance arid Mead, ' 
was received by me. 1 may here add 1 
would not be surprised at anything Mr. 
Patteson might do to me or any one else 
if it suited his purpose : but I was as­
tounded when I saw Messrs. Torrance’» 
and Mead's names affixed to such an 
impertinent document. I have hitherto 
had the most frleridly relations with 
these parties, and uj>on many occasions 
I have l>een the means of smoothing down 
unpleasantness which Mr. Pnttcsoii’s ar­
rogant. and rude language often would 
have provoked.

I have always had the best Interests 
of the Ontario Jockey Club at heart, and 
have done all I could nt nil times to 
make it successful, and whom I 'say that 
in 1885 (my first year as President) the 
membership was 100 and receipts from 
meeting $.">,”02, and that at the recent 
meeting the membership was 525 and 
the receipts iso far as ascertainedi about 
$80.500. I bliink I may fnirlj- claim that8-2 rOrik-j-my holding the office of President of the 
club has not been detrimeutal to its in-

As the opposing faction lmve asked for 
a proxy in their behalf. I respectfully 
n-<k you to make an effort to be present 
at the AnnuaT Meeting on October 2nd, 
but if it is not convenient for you to 
attend I Shall appreciate your confidence 
if you forward me your proxy.

I have been waiting for the resigna­
tions which were so ostentatiously te'n- 
«lered In their letter addressed to the 
shareholders, but so far those resigna­
tions have not come to hand : they were 
evidently intended for advertising pur­
poses only. , *

I can only characterize the notion of 
Messrs Patteson, Torrance and Mead, In 
calling upon mo to resign my position 
as President, as grossly, impertinent. The 
shareholders of the club are the arbiters 
to decide who shall or who shall not 
represent them.

4,000 guineas. She was purchased by 
Baron Hir'seh. Sir James Miller-pai<l 
2,000 guineas for Snnd^dnm of Sainfoin, 
Golden Garter and Vetch, by Wenlo, out 
of Sand. Art^jH^Jnmes paid 1,040 guin­
eas for a filly by Bend Or, out of Luci- 
ennes. The total realized by the sale 
was 23,070 guineas. The Queen once 
before sold off the great stud, but this 
was when she enme to the throne, when 
the stud was sold in 1837 for little 
over 15 guineas. »
