Advance of Over a Dollar in

Hollinger Resumes the Lead |
Whole Market Turns Strong

Porcupines Show Some of Their

Old-time Viger—Hollinger Ad-

vances 140 Points—More Proneunced Buying Demand.

World Office,
Mondav Evening, Sept. 18.

An advance of over a dollar a share
in Hollinger and a reflection of the up-
ward movement thruout the whole list
bore emphatic evidence to-day to the
fact that the market had Improved
ccnsiderably over the week-end. Buy-
ing was of the most substantial char-
acter from the very opening of the ex-
change, and coptinued so thruout the

‘most’ of the session, so that an all-
round improvement was easily brought
about.

There was a decided falling off in the
floating supply of stock in the market,
and thls no:doubt contributed largely
to the upward swing. Offerings were
noticeably” -léss pronounced, and as
traders appeared willing to go above
the market in order to attract sales,
the advance was brought about in an
easy - manner.

Hollinger opened at $12, a galn of 80
points over the closing prices on Sat-
urday last, and.this was also the low
figure of the 8ay. The shares were in
steady demand, and showed more af:-
tivity than at any time in the last two
or three ﬁonths. The top price reached
was $12.40, but profit-taking around
that level brought about an easier tone,
and on the afternoon heard a portion
of the advance was lost, the shares
again getting back to $12.05,. and clos-
ing at that level. 5

There was 10 news
big Porctipine fssue, but the general
idea among traders was that short
coveriny’had been responsible for the
movement. The shares have been de-
cidedly quiet of late, and it is highly
probable that some short stock came
cut on the idea that lower prices would
follow tlie apathetic conditions.

Excellent buying of some of the
cheaper Porcupines brought about 8
stronger tone in these issues. Dome
Extension touched 70 in the early deal-
ings, a gain of five points, but lost a
portion of this later in the day. Swas-
tika moved up two to 34; Preston re-
c-vered a portion of its loss, selling
hack to 22 1-2. Coronation, on the
other hand, was weak, getting down to
a new low level, at 3 1-2, and closing

ere.

m’r;e market was a decided improve-
ment on last week, and this inspired a
bétter sentiment among traders, who
view the improved buying demand with
congiderable satisfaction.

GOLOEN STAIAWAYS
 PORGUPINE'S LATEST

Recent Finds Most Sensational in
History of Camp — Big Dome
Showing Wonder of Decade.

PORCUPINE, Sept. 16.—(From Our
Man Up North.)—Previous to the big
July fire Porcupine had its gold show-
ings in splatters of yellow metal indis-
criminately scattered thru the mixed
quartz and schist. Under the heavy
overburden men had been able only to
locate it in the spots of easiest access.

After the fire came the ‘‘goden stair-
way” finds. Domes never before heard
of ‘turned up under the black earth
and clay, with the inclines from the
lower to the higher rocks filled with
quartz stuck in the gold.
| Of the 14 free gold discoveries made
since the fire the most notable one is
at the Big Dome, where, in trenching

Evidently the, peow
remedy is not to be rashly ventured.
The very fact of caution exercised 1w,
however, a promise of big results in
the future. The time may be not far dis-
tant when the new institute now so ten-
tatively at work may be established
among the foremost of the' world-
renowned hospitals of the great city.
