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Central knd western Ontario experi­
enced the most severe weather in 
many years on Saturday and Sunday. 
In addition to low temperature theie 
was a biting wind from the southwest, « 
and at intervals slight falls of snow 
which, blown by the wind into deep 
banks, considerably impeded traffic.

The railways felt the storm most, 
and transportation has for the most 
part been tied up. At points thruout 
the province engines are standing to­
day where they were abandoned by 
their crews when coal and water ran 
out on account of the greater amount 
of steam needed to drive thru the 
snow. In some cases it is feared that 
many of the stalled trains have car­
loads of cattle, which must be suffer­
ing intensely from the cold.

Altho it seemed much colder, due to 
the penetrating wind, the records of 
the observatory show that the ther­
mometer did not drop under 4 degrees 
below zero. On Sunday the wind fell 
somewhat, and the weather forecast 
for today promises a further Improve­
ment in higher temperature.

As indicating the«cintensity of the 
storm and the extent to which freight 
movements have been demoralized, 
the officials at the Union Stock Yards 
told The World hurt night that the 
total receipts for the two days, Sat­
urday and Sunday, were only about 600 
head, in contrast with 2500 a week 
ago.

stalled. The engines ran out of coal 
and water and were abandoned by 
the train crews while the passengers 
are being cared for, some of them 
around the village, the rest being 
brought back .to the city yesterday 
afternoon on the first thru CJPiR.

Rust-German Differences.
London, Jan. 13.—The Russian ac­

has held the whole of western Ontario 
in its embrace for the past 48 hours 
has abated to some extent, but a cold, 
raw wind still prevails, and the ther­
mometer registers several degrees be­
low zero.

New York, Jan. 13.—Almost com­
plete disruption of industrial activity 
within 24 hours, because of the fuel 
shortage, threatened New York to­
night with the return of zero wea­
ther.
