Cottin de-
clares himself to be a “solitary and
scientific anarchist.”

A few deputies were at the Palais
Bourbon when the report of the at-
tempt on M. Clemenceiu reached the
chamber. Their indignation was ex-
treme, but the excitement soon calmed
down.

Leon Abrami and Louis Deschamps,
under-secretaries of state, were able
to reassure the members of the house
on M. Clem®ncéau’s condition, and the
president opened the sitting without
alluding to the incident.

Assassin Has Record.

‘At police headquarters, the Associ-
ated Press: was informed that Cottin
has a record there with Bertillon
measurements,. He was regarded as
a-mild sort of anarchist. The author-
ities did not believe that he would be
reckless enough to attempt =such a
terrible act.

Cottin livel at Mont Rouge., a su-
hurb of Paris, in a small hotel, which
has long been under police surveil-
lance, as it is frequented by anar-
chists, who are more notorious for the
spreading of literature and for
speeches than for acts of violence.
The police refuse to say whether they
believe the attack on the premier the
result of a plot, or merely an indi-
vidual act. They are working, how-
ever, apparently on the theory that it
was a plot, as the little hotel was en-
circled, and a thoro search of the
building is being made for incrimin-
ating documents.

Assassin Describes Attack.

Describing his attack on the pre-
mier, Emil Cottin said:

“When I reached Clemenceau’s
‘House [ saw it was guarded, and SO
decided to make an attempt:further
on, at the corner of the Rue Franklin
#nd the Boulevard Delleser. There I
hid, awaiting the automobile. When
I .saw the car I advanced and fired
sideways, the first bullet piercing two
windows; then as the car continued
to. advance 1 ran after it and con-
tinued firing until my revolver was
exhausted. Most of the bullets hit the
car. It seems to me that it was the
last, or last but one, which hit the
premier.

“About seven months ago I thought
of killing Clemenceau as the greatest
eénemy of humanity. I determined to
carry out this project a few days ago,
and for this purpose went to the Rue
Franklin to see how I could attack the
premier with the least possible risk.
I had taken care to find out his habits
@nd identify his house, which seemed
very simple for such a personality,
and very ugly.”

Cottin boasts of having read many
works on social science and claims
sole responsibility for his aet.

“I wished the man who -was pre-
paring for another war to disappear,”
he said. “I am an integral anarchist
a friend of men, not excepting the
.Gérmans, and a friend of humanity
and fraternity.”

The police official told the Asso-
ciated Press that Cottin had informed
him that he had gotten his first good
look at M. Cléemenceau.at a reception
d@n honor of the King of Italy.

“From that moment the old man’s
doom was sealed,” said Cottin to the
police. “Why did@ I choose this day?
Well, there is always a red letter day
in a man’'s life. This was my red let-
ter day.”

Cottin was under the escort of three
plainclothesmen when he arrived at
police headquarters.

The reparations committee on as-
sembly today passed a resolution, pre-
sented by Premier Hughes  of Aus-
tralia, expressing sympathy for =~ M.
Clemenceau and denouncing the at-
tempted assassination.

Alone in Attack.

The attack of Cottin on M. Clemen-
ceau does not appear to have been any
impulsive movement prompted by a
disordered brain, but a deliberate at-
tempt at murder after a mature pre-
meditation and executed after long and
patient shadowing of the premier, This
is the judgment of M. Tanquy, under-
commissioner of police, as related to
the Associated Press after Tanquy had
questioned the prisoner for three hours
and conducted a minute search of his
dingy room on the Orleans road, just
outside the Paris wall. M. Tanguy
said also that he was convinced Cottin
was alone in his attack on M.
Clemenceau, and that the prisoner had
no confederate.

“No ‘'third degree’ was necessary to
make Cottin talk,” said M. Tanguy.
“He was willing, even anxious to talk.”

“You wish to hear my story?” was
the way the prisoner greeted M.
"Tanguy, according to the “under com-
misgsioner. *“Sit down,” he said, “and
1 will tell you all about it.”

C‘ettin then related his story, and
how—he had prepared to assassinate
M. Clemenceau, adding that from the
time of ‘the reception of the Italian
King in Paris, the fate of the old man
was sealed.

During the morning the correspon-
dent saw detectives returning from a
search of Cottin's room. They bore
a great Dbasket filled with anarchist
randa tracts, and letters from
hist comrades of Cottin in vari-
ous countries,

Secretary Lansing called at the
Clemenceau home to convey the sym-
pathy of the American commission
and the American people. After his
visit he said that in ordei to allaythe
very natural apprehension that might
be created as to the effect of the at-
tack "upon the French premier on the
work of the peace conference, it was
his opinion and that of others with
whom he had conferred that the con-
ference work had been so well organ-
ized by M. Clemenceau and had pro-
gressed to such an advanced stage
that most of it was in committee and
would continue virtually without in-
terruption.

Ottawa, Feb. 19.—The following tri-
bute to the late Sir Wilfrid Laurier
has been received from Sir Robert
Borden, who is attending the peace
conference:

“It is with deep sorrow that 1 have
received tidings of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier’'s death. Since I became leader
of a political party, more than eighteen
years ago, our relations have been in-
timate and never have our political
differences interfered with our per-
sonal friendship. With his death
there passes from the stage one who
was from the first a commanding
figure, and during a long period the
chief figure in our public life. To the
affairs of state in which his life was
passed, and to which his wonderful
ability was consecrated, he brought re-
markable gifts of leadership. His ex-
perience of nearly half a century in
public affairs had given him a thoro
grasp of all public questions, and in
the parliamentary arena he was re-
nowned-for a singular dexterity which
seldom failed him. His vision of pub-
lic questions was wide and compre-
hensive as well.

“Up to the last he maintained an ex-
ceedingly keen interest ir. the duties
of his leadership and in the work of
parliament.
