Medical men were witnengs on behalf
of the telephone girls yesterduy.mn;png
them was Dr. Reeve, who caused a
flurry of excitement by asking whether
the physicians were to be regarded as
giving expert evidence. He had been
given to tmdex;stand that such was the
case, and knew of one doctor who had
declined: to come. Judge Winchester,
Mr. King and Mr. Curry all made it
plain that facts were wanted,

“We want the information and intend
to get it if we have to stdy here three
weeks,” Mr. King added. :

Sheard, medical health officer,
was sure from his knowledge of the
city hall switchboa: and his obser-
vations in the Main exchange, that the
work was hazardous to the nervous
system, and five hours’ continuous ser-
vice was far too much.

Nerve Strain.

Two stretches of four hours' continu-
ous work was far more Injurious than
one day of five hours’ continuous work
and he would advise the flve hours,
even in preference to the eight broken
with 20 minute periods of rest.
