The Great Promoter of Ocean Telegraphy
8 bs to a 8 d Stroke of
Paralysis in London.
London, July 7.—8ir John Pender,
formerly member of Parliament for
the Wick District and known the
world over as one of the chief if not
the foremost of organizers and promo-
ters of ocean telegraphy, died to-day

paralysis, he having had a similar at-
tack last January, which compelled
him to resign his seat in Parliament.

Sir John Pender, G.C.M.G., F.R.8. (Edin-
burgh and London), F.8.A. (¥cotland), J.P.,
D.1L., second ﬁ. of the late James Pender
of Vale of Leyem, Dumbartonshire, was
born in 1818. Bir John had the advantage
of an early education. ©On leaving school
he went into the accounting branch of a
factory, and in three years he was gemeral
manager of the business. The life of Eir
John di 4 from this point Iuto
two parts : (1) As a merchant In Glasgow
and Manchester, and (2) as introGucer,
executant and extender of submanine and
sub-oceanic telegraphy. In Manchester Sir
John laid the foundation ef his consprcuous
urse in telegraphy. When the lmmense
Atlantic project was undertaken he was
one of the who contfibuted £1000 each to
let ‘the experiment be tried. The final
crisis of Atiantlc prospects came whem the
lhm Great Eastern ed out with a
cable more nearly perfect than had before
been made. Yet the great ship parte
with this preclous cargo in mid-ocean, an
the Atlantic company was financially ruin-
ed.- Its appeals to the public for subscrip-
tions of capital had hitherto falen fat;
