On the consolidated fund it was 138,550,000
and on capital acceount $3.500,000, making
a total of $41.850,000. ‘Thus the Liberals,

during their first year in office, espended |

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about $1,400,000 more than the Conserva-
tives had done for many years. i

Then, as to the estimated expenditure.
for 1807-8. On consolidated fund it was
$30,166,878, and on capital account ¥6,601.-
696. Thus the excess of the (rovernment's
expenditure this year was to be §6,127,000
over the old Government's expenditure for
l.nx vear since 1887.

nd this was not all, for the Government
revenue was falling off fast, Ior the four
mcnths endlns Oct. 31, 1806, the revenue
was $11,951,731, and for the four corres-

Sondlng months of 18U7, §11,446,611, or a

ecrease of $505,120 for the third part of a
year. Add the extra expenditure and the
decrease in revenue together and the coun-
try was worse off to-day than & year ago
by $1,851,068. So much for an economical
and tariff-making Government, and this
statement did not include coming railway
subsidies and bounties.

Mr. Koster then took up the question of
the trade policy of the Government.

“ Beath to Pratection.”

For 20 years the Liberad cry. had been
“Death to Protection,”” and for five years
“I'ree trade as they have it in England.”
Laurier, Davies, all of them, had sworn
that every vestige of protection would be
swept away. Mr, Bertram, only five years
ago, swung his cap in the air after the
Jeaders who tried to get reciprocity with
the United Ntates, entafling discrimination
u%r.:lust the Mother Land.

idward Blake, the other day in Strath-
roy, had given as the reason why he had
left the Liberal party, their policy of uu-
restricted reciprocity and discrimination
against Rritain, and so he bad severed his
connection with Laurier, Cartwright, Charl-
ton and all the others.

The Carse of the Comnntry.

Mr. Bertram, however, had not acted In
the same way. He was to-day In favor ot
unrestricted reciprocity ns he had been
five years ago and as the party leaders
still were.

Why had Mr. Bertram changed his policy
now? HBecause he thought it was the right
card to play. Such opportunism, if encour-
aged, would be the curse of the country.

hat had the Liberals done with the
tarif anyway? Under the old tariff, in the
three months ending September, 1806, the
imports had totalled $1,600,000, and the
duty 85,510,000, or 20.50 per cent. The “‘free
traders”’ came in and made their new tar-
iff, and for the three months ending Nep-
tember, 1897, the imports totalled $17,664,-
(00, and the duty $5,127,000, or 28.86 per
cent. Thus the new-(Government had ~e-
duced the average tariff to the extent of

70-100 of 1 per cent.

Then, on What articles were changes
made? The housewlves had now to pay 3 b
per cent. on their sheetings, thirty-two per
cent. on knitted goods, 30 per cent, on
fruit and nuts, 23 per cent. or 53 cents per
ton on coal, and 59 per cent. on rice. While
the poor people had no changes made 1or
them in the tariff, Mr. Bertram fared 2

deal better. He had secured big re-

Lctions on iron and other materials he
used In his works.

More Changes Must Come.

And, by the way, Mr. Bertram could not
keep his promises that the tariff should
not be changed for 10 years, for the reason
that the Government had promised the peo
ple of the Northwest that the recent re-
vigion was only a small instalment of what
was to be done.

Mr. Foster, quick as a flash, replied :

The Crow’s Nest Deal.

As regards the Crow’s Nest Pass Rall-
way, Mr. Foster observed, that the iate
Government had intended to bonus the road
to the extent of $5000 per mile, $1,650,000
in all, and to lend the hne $20,000 per mile
at the rate of 3% per eent., to he securea
whole C.P.R. system. The Goverament
could have borrowed the money at 3 per
cent., and thus, by making 14, per cent. on
the loan, elared $§500,000 in the way of in-
tercst, - Thus would the entire road mnave
been built at a cost to the country of $1,-
000,000,

The new ‘“economical” Government, how-
ever, had come out, and, under the infiu-
ence of middlewen, given a bonus of $11,-
000 per mile, and great tracts of coal lanas,
to the road. He was not pitehing into tne
C.P.R., but into the “wedge,” which wouid
get so much out of the deal. Minlster
Biair pretended that he had so bound tue
C.P.R. that it would have to hand 50,000
acres of coal lands over to the Government
it the holders of the other coal lands put
up the price on the people; but he ha% only
pretended The middlemen, and not the
(.P.R., controlled the lands in question,
and the Government had retained no pow-
er over them.

The Branmmend County Deal.

But the Crow’'s Nest bargain was not In
#t with the Drummond County Railway
deal, wiich was not equalled in the n’s-
tory of Parllament. Sir Louls Davies, by
the way, had, the night before, dared him
to deny that the Conservative Government
before it fell had a plan to help the very
same scheme through. Mr. Foster gave
the allegation a straight and unequlvocal
denial. The Government had never con-
sidered any proposition as regards the rall-
way, No proposition regarding it bad ever
been discussed in the late Government’s
councils. G

But look at the new Government's reck
less deal! Its proposal involved a capital
ized expenditure of $7,000,000, for that was
what a bonus of $210.000 per year for 09
years meant at the ordinfiry rate of 3 per
cent. The Government had never even coi-
sulted its followers in Parlianment about
the thing, but had brought it down just as
the House was about to prorogue. The
Government had not cven stopped to get
a real engineer's report about the line to
be so heavily subsidized.

Answers * Slanderous Atiacks.”

The candidate praised the Government
and the speeches dellvered by Bir Louis Da-
vies and Hon. Wiliam Paterson on I'ri-
day night. He said that his opponent, Mr.
Howland, had not dared to name his lead-
er, Sir Charles Tupper; minimized the at-
tacks of corruption made against the Gov-
crrment and then passed on to what he
termed ‘‘slanderous attacks’” upon his pri-
vate character and conduct, and denounc-
ed those who called him irrcligious.

fhe Postmaster-General.

Hon. William Mulock said the party had
a good leader, a good cause and a good
condidate. He had heard much of the is-
sues before the election, but he had failed
to discover-them because the Tories had
no policy. He Jjustified the Crow’'s Nest
Pass deal by saying that both Hon. G. K.
Foster and Sir Mackenzie Bowell had
sgok(-n in favor of It. He refuted the
charge that the Liberal Government had
refused preferential trade with Great Brit-
ain by quoting the argumnents used by SIr
Louis Davies at Massey Hall. Giving pref-
crential treatment to Great Britain bad
given Canada preferential treatment in
British hearts and drawn the. two coun-
tries much nearer together.

Mr. Mulock then took up postal matters.
By. his economi¢s and reforms he had saved
thie country more than $300,000 a year, &
sum ter than the interest of the cap-
italized subsidy granted to the Crow’s Nest
Pass Raliway. In addition to this, the
Government had, by abolishing the sweat-
ing system in the postal. and military de-
{mrtments. set an example to employers of
abor the world over.

Coming to the trade question, Mr. Mu-
lock declared that the erd tariff had bloclk-
ed the country’s progress; the new one had
already encouraged and extended trade.
And yet the Conservatives were seeking
to upset tho bright prospects of the coun-
try by trying to return - a ¢onservative
frem Centre Toronto, 1f the city did so,
it would lead people in Great Dritain to
think that the country was not one with
the Government, and this would' check the
flow of capital and disturb the trade rela-
tions already existing.

After Mr. Harvey had sung sThere’li Be
a Hot Time in the Centre that Night,”" Ar-
chibald Campbell, M. for West Kent, took
the platform. He Aivelt upon the import-
ance of the election, culogized Mr. Bert-
ram, said the country had too many law-
yers in Parliament, and that it would be
an advantage to send a Liberal to P'arlia-
ment.

The Solicitor-General.

'The Lib-
crals  gave $11,000 per mile, got running
powers over the road, reduction of rates,
50,000 acres of coal land and coal at §2 a
ton at the pit mouth.

The Interceionial Extension.

Then the Solicitor-General turned his at-
tention to the Drummond Counties Railway
deal, It was decided to bring the Inter-
colonial Railway to Montreal and wipe out
the deficits which ran from $50,000 to $700,-
(00 per annuni. Collingwood Schreiber and
Mr. Pottinger, both Tory appointees, de-
clared that if this were done the road
would give a surplus of $500,000 per an-
num. They were getting the road for $210,-
000 per annum, Which deducted from the
surplug left them $200,000, . Instead of buy-
ing this road for $15,000 per mile the Gov-
ernment coultl have built a road, or bought
the Grand-Trunk. What had it cost lne
Tory Government to build and buy Tthe
various parts of the Intercolonial Railway?
Trey bought the piece from Riviere du
Loup to St. Charles—122 miles—for $22,000
a mile. They had bui.. the spur from St.
Charles to Point Levis, a distance of 14
miles, and it cost them £100,000 a mile.
The C.P.R. from Quebec to Montreal cost
$40,000 a mile. Instead of any such fig-
ures, the Government had bought the Drum-
n cnd Counties Railway from Levis to Mont-
real for $15,000 per mile.

As to the eharges of corruption, the in-
vestigation will show what became of the
public moneys put Into the St. Charies
branch and also into the Temiscouata Rail-
way.

Bulk All Differences.

Washington, Nov. 27.—The State De-
partment declined to say anything re-
specting the answer of the Canadian
Government on the seal question, fur-
ther than to state that no communica-
tion on the subject had been received
from either the British Xmbassy or from
Ottawa. The published report of the
conference which took place between
Mr. Foster and the British and Cani-
dian representatives on the 16th instant
shows that the proposition now reported
from Ottawa as having been formulated
by the Canadiah Government was pio-
posed at that time and definitely de-
clined by Mr. Foster. It was then dis-
tinetly stated that the Government of
the United States eould not consent to
make the seal question dependent upon
the complex question of reciprocity, re-
vision of tariff or other matters, unless
there should be a suspension of the
slaughter of the seals while the nego-
tintions and resulting legislation were
pending. It is not likely that the Pre-
sident will reverse the decision of the
(}ow;mmcnt upon a renewal of the pro-
posal.
