Roads and Touring Committe.

In presenting the annual report oi your
commivtee having charge of this importgnt
feature in the constitution of the Canadian
Wheelmen’s Association, we ate satisfied
that we have done comparatively a good
work for 4 large number of our members,
and also for touring members of our sister
organization, ¢he League of American

' Wheelmen. True.the tad of touring long

distances has declined to a great extent
in Canada, owing partially to the few
stretehes of our main highways which af-
fard comfort to cyc/ists in day 0 day tours,
Owing t6 the lack of #&terési displayed by,
wheelmen generally in beneficiaf organiza-
tion, we have not taken advaniage of ¢he
clause in the constitution calljnk for an
annual good roads day, as imstanced -by
the attempt of your committee 7in calling
such a convention in St. George’'s Hall, To-
ronto, some tinie ago, when the best s cak-
ers on the subject kindly tendered their
services to be greeted by a mere handful
of people, altho it was extensively adver
tized and invitations sent all over Canada.
Still, with this apathy existing amongst
those interested, during the last session of
the Omtario Logislature your comiictee,
assisted by a great many enthusiastic good
roads members, sent in a large number of
petitions from the various constituencies
asking the members of both politieal par-
ties to support the $1,000,000 good roads
bill before the House, with the result that
the hands of the members were strength-
ened greatly in the work, and there 18
every reason to believe that our work will
bear good results. ¥

Accident Insurance.—Your ,committee suc-
ceeded In closing a good contract with the
Ontario Accident Insurance Company of To-
ronto, by which our members are cpr\’cr.ed
against accident while riding thelr bi¢ycies
or tricycles, receiving five dollars per week
for four weeks for injury or in the event
of death $125. This has been appreciated
to a large extemt by our members during
the year. Nine claims were made, in sums
varying from $5.to thé limit of $20, which
were promptly adjusied by the company
and paid, no outstanding claims being cur-
rent. We have renewed thig contract for
¢he season of 1901 and 1902, and anticipate
a large increase in rfehhership when this
important benefit becomes more widely
known. ;

Hotels and Sign Boards.—A great many

Finances.—Your committee has s_pnm the
sum of $44.73 in the work during the
last <welve months, and cannot be
accused of extravagance, expenses being
reduced to the lowest possible minimum.

Amendments Put Thru.

These reports were all adopted, and the
amendments were carried with little or no
discussion. A junlor branch, members not
to exceed 18 years, will be added, and the
fees for this to be one-half the regnlar fee.
Members to have full privileges, except
vote at annual meeting and hold offige.

The annual convention will be. held in
Toronto each Good Friday, but may be
held anywhere else on a two-thirds vote.

The ameddment allowing the association
to elect henorary life members was also
earried, and the first two were put on the
list as a mark of appreciation for their
services to the association, they being Past
Secretary Hal. B. Donly and My. R. H. Mec-
Bride, who was the second president In
the association, :

In place of 26 districts, Canada now will
be divided into seven, as follows :

1, Ontario East; 2, Ontario West; 3, Que-
bec; 4, Maritime Provinces: 5, Manitoba
and the Northwest Territorles: 6, British
Columbia; 7, County of York.

At the annual taeeting of the Board of
Officers, the president shall appoint a Chilef
Consul for the managementi of the affalrs
of the associatlon in each™ district. The
Chief Consul shall appoint local comnsuls
for each city, town or village in his dis-
trict, and shall be responsible for all re-
turns from snch local consuls; for his ex-
penses he shall retain a commission ot 10
per cent. on all membership moneys for-
warded to the secretary.

The question of the C.W.A. again assum-
ing control of racing brought out
many speakers. Mr. L. Rubenstein
stated that he had seen . the
principal officers = of the C.C.A. at
Montreal, and- that they were willing to
hand over the racing to the mother associ-
ation, as it was plain to see that there wag
not room for two bodies of this kind In
Canada. Nearly everyone present favored
the taking over of the racing, and the
vote taken was almost unanimous. The
matter of dealing with the C.C.A. was left
to the newly-elected committee, giving them
power to do as they pleasea in the mat-
ter, and the C.W.A. will again coutrol the
racing. e

Applications for reinstatement were read
from Roy Miller of Hamilton, F. J. Dun-
bar and H. B. Brownley. These were also
left to the Executive to deal with, while
the meeting recommended that the Racing
Board reinstate Roy Miller.

The annual meeting of the Canadian La-
crosse Association 'was held yesterday in
the Temple Building, and was undoubtedly
ene of the most successful in the history
of the association. The reports of the
various committees showed the organiza-
tion to be in a highly flourishing condition,
and the prospects for the coming season
show. every indlcation of keen competition
in alb the various districts for championship

honors. g
President’s Able Address.

President Clemes' occupied the chair, and,
after the Credential Committee had report-
ed, delivered the following address to the
meeting, which was warmly received :

On Good Friday of last year you did me

the honor of electing me to the highest
office within your gift, and I appear before
rou to-day to give you an account of my
Stewardship. 1n aeccepting the office, I
stated that I would aim to discharge my
duties without fear or favor. My record is
now before yom, and, while possibly I have
not done my Wwork as well as some of my
predecessors, still I think you will agr-e
with me that I did my work fearlessly and
in an impartial manner.

At the annual meeting last year you made
many changes in the rules and constitution
of our association, and to-day we will reap
the benefit of having the closing of nomina-
tions two weeks ahead of our annual meet-
ing, and also the printed ballot. This will
greatly facilitate our work. You also made
an important change in the playing rules,
that of doing away with unnecessary rests
between each goal scored; and thisy no
doubt, has made the game more interesting
from a spectator’s point of view. In for-
mer years the assoclation has referred its
cases of violation of the amateur rule to
the Canadian Amateur Athletic Union, but
last year we took the matter in our own

hands, notifying the secretaries of the dif-

ferent amateur bodies, as a matter of cour:
tesy and reciprocity, and the Canadian
Lacrosse Association worked in harmony,
but not under the rule of any association.

Elevate the Game. o

It has been my aim to elevate the stan-
dard of our national game, and on geveral
occasioms it became my duty to suspend
from the association members who had
been guilty of playing with two clubs dur-
ing the season and in other ways violating
the rules governing our game; and. let me
say to the officers of the different clubs
represented here that you treat the offi-
cers and members of the C.L.A. very un-
fairly when you ask them to be honest in
enforcing the rules, while you and your
club will not co-operate with them. and
;tl):;gvew%he’rul:s.t {t is not always the

yer o is at fault, but th
the different clubs. - ¥ Gt
More Clubs Organizing.

Our . national game is increasing, and I
am glad to be able to draw your attentioy
to the {act that more clubs are organizing
in the East than ever before, and, from the
enthusiasm shown, they should win at least
one of our championships.

It is gra_t.lfying to know that during my:
term of office I was only compelled to call
the Judicial Committee together . three
times, and from this we can only conclude
that the elubs are imbued with the right
gpirit and that the past year was one of
the‘ most harmonious in the history of our
association; and I might also say that a
president can avoid protests to no small
degree by giving a decided unreserved opin-
fon when asked for his advice by the
clubs, and, therefore, causing the matter
to go no further.

I must congratulate the Orangeville La-
crosse Club on/winning the senior cham-
pionship; and last seasonwthey were given
the opportunity of playing the Capital La-
crosse Club of Ottawa for the championship
of the warld; and, altho they did not.do as
well”as we all had hoped for, still, I am of
the opinion that the club who succeeds in
w!uning our senior champ‘ionsmp in 901
will/come very close to defeating, if the)
do not defeat, the champions of the Na.
tional Amateur Lacrosse Association,

It is his business to gort, out first of all
the letters which are impnoperly addressed.
These are obviously unauthorized, ®0 he
opens them, sifts out the few that may be
worth the inspection of the King, aud con-
signs the rest to the W.P.B. Of those
which are properly addressed theré are
two kinds—those which are obviously of a
business character, which the secretary
opens, deals with himeelf, hands on to the
proper official, or, if it is necessary, dock-
ets with a note of the contents for the
inspection of His Majesty. Secondly, there
are those which, by sundry private marks,
proclaim themselves to come from relations
or intimates. ‘These are handed on un-
touched to the King.
