CITY CAN DO NOTHING FOR A TIME

In the Meantime the Citizens Have
a Chance to Become Educated
on the Situation.

Acting on behalf of himself and all other
ratepayers of the city of Toronto, Ald. F.
S. Spence yesterday obtained an interim
injunction at Osgoide Hall ‘' to restrain
Mayor Howland from taking any further
sieps towards the settiement of the city
suit against the Cousumers' Gas Company.

The injunction was granted by Chief Jus-
tice Falconbridge and is in effect until next
Tuesday. It was served upon His Worship
at the City Hall just before the close of
& weeting of the Board of Control The
Mayor handed the documnent, after glan.-
ing at it, to Controller McMurrich, re-
murking ‘that it was “amusing.”” The con-
trolier concurred and perused the injune-
tion"and the writ accompanying it very
carefully.

The order of the court is as follows:

‘This court doth order that ihe deten-
dant, both individually and as Mayor of
the City of Tovoato, his servants, at-
torpeys and agents, who may be or are
uuder the control, autherity or divec
tion of the defendart, as Mayor of the
said city, in that behalf, be and they
are hereby restrained. from executing
delivering or doing, or other act, mat-
ter or thing, with regard to a certain

proposed agreement or settl>ment -e-

tween the said city of Toronto and Con-

sumers’ Gas Company of Toronto, pur-
porting to have been adopted by the

Council of the municipal corporation of

the said eity on the 12th day of Decem-

ber, 1901, and from negotlating with the
sald Gas Company, or with any person
on their behalf, with respest to sald
proposed agreement or settlement, and
from dellvering or from dealing with

,said agreement or assuming so to do

on' behalf of the said municipal cor-

peration, until Tuesday, the 28th day
of Jaguary, and until the motion then
to be made to continue this order and
injunction, shall have been heard and
determined.

Ald. Spence’s Affidavit,

Ald. Spence's affidavit was to the offect
that the agreement the Mayor proposed te
carry out was ultra vires of the corpora-
tion f Toronto and that His Worship had
uo authority to execute it, as no bylaw of
the city had been passed authorizing him
to carry it out om behalf of the city. Fur-
ther, the plaintiff was of the opinion that
the majority of the members of the Coun-
¢il were opposed to the settlement and
16 ‘of them had signed a requisition asking
His Worship to call a special meeting to
consid °r the agr t. The Mayor had
failed to comply and Ald. Spence had rea-
son to believe that His Worship would
take further steps to carry out the said
agreement without it being so considered,
as requested by a majority of the Coun-
cil. Therefore, he asked an injunction to
vestrain the Mayor from further aetion
without the appraval of the present Coun-
cil

Wants a Mandamus.

Ald: SBpence also asks for a mandamus fo
compel detendant’t'p call a special meeting
for the ‘purpose of considering a certain
resolution relating to the proposed agroe-
fuent or settlement with the said Gas Coms
Pany of the municipal council of the said
city, pursuant to the requisition signed by
a majority of the said Counc¢il, and pre-
scuted to the said defemdant the 16th day
of January, A.D. 1902.

CONDEMNS SGHOOL SYSTEM.

Dr. McIinnes Finds It Too Theoreti-
cal and Bookish,
‘Ninn-lpeg. Jan. 22.—“I intend bring-
ing before the government the ques-
tion of a more practical system of edu-
cation in our Public Schols,” saidDr. S.
R. McInnes, M.L.A. for Bradon City
to-day. “I have inspected carefully
the sehols of Brandon, and have paid
visits to several of the Winnipeg Pub-
lic Schools. I find that the system of
education in vogue is, as I have held
for years ,too theoretical and bookish,
and I believe the ear is overstrained
at the expense of the eye and head.
“I paid a visit to the Centra] School
here to-day, and while I found every-
thing in exact accord with the regula-
tion system as prescribed by the gov-
ernment, yet I hold that the system
itself is erroneous, and resuilts in pro-
ducing young men and yo women
Who are not qualified to engage in the
active pursuits of the business werld.”

(N THE YEAR'S BUSINESS

According to His Statement the Pro-
vince Gan Boast of a Good-
Sized Surplus.

—

COL. MATHESON REPLIES BITTERLY

He Maintains That the Government
is Paving the Way for In-
creased Taxation,

“I have endeavored to give an ac-
count of our prosperity, of our finan-
cial condition, and where we find our-
selves. The government I have the
honor to lead is endeavoring to follow
in the footsteps of its predecessor, in
dealing with the administration of the
affairs of he Province, in endeavoring
to build the Province up, not only in

manufactures but also in the way
of ' education agriculture and every

other respect. Our motto is to keep
Ontario in the first rank of the pro-
vinces of the Dominion, and to 5@
place the resources at our disposal
that there may be prosperity as far
as we can promote it, froffi the home
of the humble artisan to the manor
house of the wealthy citizen, that the
toiler may get a natural reward for
his work, and that the investory may
be given a reasonable opportunity to
Secure success in his entérprise. I
trust that all will co-operate to enact
judicious legislation, in order to pro-
mote whatever enterprise comeés our
way."”

These were the concluding remarks
of Premier Ross at the legislature yes-
terday afternoon, when he undertook,
in his budget speech, to give an ac-
count to the House of his government's
stewardship for the past year. ; For
nearly two hours he spoke in justifi-
cation of the administration’s course,
and was followed by Col. Matheson,
the opposition’s financial critic, wha
vigorously combatted the Premier's
contention that there was a handsome
surplus; that the financial affairs of
the Province were all that could be de-
sired, and that the people of the Pro-
vince had. no reason whatever to want
a change. ;

The forensic battle commenced
shortly after 3 o’clock, continued until
6 o'clock, then resumed after recess,
lasted until nearly 11 o’clock, and the
end is not.yet.
