Within the last two days The Advertiser 
has been in communication with two of these 
men. Both of them served at the front and 
were invalided home. They both have qualifi­
cations for clerical positions, and do not fall 
into the classification of “unskilled labor” by 
any means. They have been searching high and 
low for places, and they have not been success­
ful. The Soldiers’ Aid Commission has no po­
sitions »to offer, and wherever they sought a po­
sition they have found no vacancy. They might 
have taken a course in mechanics, but they con­
sidered themselves trained men, and were 
anxious to be employed at the work for which 
they had been educated. At the present time 
they are living at the expense of relatives or 
on the money which they saved. Their pensions 
would not keep them alive. All they ask, and 
they appear to be sincere in their desire to se­
cure any kind of work they are capable of per­
forming, .s for a chance to get into some office- 
The positions they held before the war are not 
now available, and it would surprise some to 
learn the names of their former employers.

It is not reasonable to expect the Govern­
ment to provide a perfectly-fitting position for 
each returned soldier. Nor can the Soldiers’ 
Aid Commissions supply these positions. But a 
more definite policy and a more definite treat­
ment of the problem is undeniably necessary.

TN the interest of food conservation, it has been proved most economical to insist upon a standard loaf of 
g bread from all bake-shops, and this is only possible when a standard flour is manufactured. In order to 1 effect this standardization of flour all over Canada, the Government requires that the mills make not less 

than 74 per cent flour from wheat, that is 74 pounds of War Flour is to be made from 100 pounds of wheat. 
This is only very slightly more than most mills are already extracting.

LORD RHONDDA AND MR. HANNA.
TT IS EASY to criticize without discrimination, 
j but it is, inversely, difficult to criticize with 
* fairness. The Conservative press in taking 
its farewell of Mr. Hanna as food controller has 
taken advantage of the opportunity to say that 
Mr. Hanna has come in for much undeserved 
riticism.

The best these papers are able to do for 
Mr. Hanna is to damn him with faint praise, and 
hey find an answer in the morning dispatches 

of Monday. In an address to the farmers of 
Monmouthshire Saturday, Lord Rhondda, Brit­
ish food controller, stated that he had reduced 
the price of thirteen out of twenty-one articles 
of prime necessity.

Mr. Hanna was supposed to be the same 
sort of food controller as Lord Rhondda. He 
has not reduced the price of any commodity of 
prime necessity, and prices have steadily in- 
■ceased since his appointment. Their records 
stand, and form the basis of fair criticism.
