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The Un_iversity Sermon

One of -the very fineg® sermons ever
delivered in Toronto was preached yes-
terday morning by President Falconer
in Convbécation Hall "’ in inaugurating
the series of unlvg*rslty germons. 8
service thruout was of a high order,
and the great hall was filled, ex-
cept on the platiorm, where the facul-
ty assembled, The service of prayer
was exceedingly beautiful and exquis-
itely read by Principal Hutton. Among
the petitions was the desire that in
University College religion and sound
learning might ever flourish; also th2
prayer .that ‘‘in .{his world where there
is much to be done "and little
to be kuoamn, teach us to withdraw
our minds from unprofitable enquiries,
difficulties vainly curious, and doubts
impossible toc bs solved.”

Dr. | Falconer referred to his pre-
vious addresa on the place of author-
ity in universit yeducation. He spoke
vesterday on {he authority of Jesus in
the Christian religion.. He took tha
passage Matthew xi., -28-30 for a text
“Come unto rhe, all ye that labor and
are heavy laden, and I will give you
rest. Take my yoke upon you, and
-learniof me, for I am meek and lowly
0? heart, and ye'shall find rest for
your souls. For my yoke is easy, and
my burden is light.” A

The words were found only ,in the
first gospel and belonged~to the an-
clent Loggia. They were not the re-
sult of dcegmatic accretion, but went
buck to the classic Hebraic period
and were saturated with the ideas of
the Old Testament; of Jeremiah the
prophet, and the hook of Sirach, the
son of Jesus. He who spoke them
must have 'béen familiar with the Old
Testament, and. the extra canonical
beceks, and all those passages in which
the yearning for redemption was evi-
dent. {

In the utterance of these words they
Liad one coming forward to sa’y that
he\xuld fulfil that yearning.

The history of Israel was surrounded
by pathos. It began and ended in
evile. The people were always rest-
less, always in search of rest. Their
history cloges with the most magnifi-
cent religious song ever composed, and
Dr. Faléoner in a brilllant passage
reviewed the period of the Seleucid
Kings, the outburst of the Maccagh
bean »struggle, the cruel magnificence
aof the Herodian regime, and the ten-
¢er mercies, but hated domination of
the Romans. It was in this setting
that Jesus found *himself, among a
people always yearning, neyer attaine-
ing their ideal.

But there was a remnant hidden
away, the soul of the people, the poor

pof the land, poor not because of pov-

erty, but from sccial and religious dis-
abilities—poor, with. nothing of the
sense of abjectness. 3

These ' poor were the moral' aristo-
cracy of the race. On them the Sad-
ducers always weaked their vengeance,
and the Pharisees whose picty  had
gradually heconfe formal oppressed
them. JYet these poor were the light
of Israel. They had the gospel preach-
ed into them, and they were blessed
as the poor In spirit. 4

The words of the text, said Dr. Fal-
coner, and he had gocd grounds for
belleving so, were spoken by. Jesis
Himself towards the close of His career
in Galilee, when he fled thencs and
went norti to get beyond the Domin-
ion of -Antipas.

They indicated the authority and the
person of .seoma one of extraordinary
power: Dr. Falconer quoted the pass-
ege from Woodsworth’s Excursion, be-
gipning, ‘“Ye motions of delight,” con-
taining the iine “The wondrous influ-
ence of power gently used,” as Ssug-
