Passover season, leaven was strictly
prdhitlfted to the Israelites. To this
day, amongst the orthtdox Jews the
custom remains of making search M—
out the house for any -kind of ledven
or ferment. This included, not only
yeasts, used then as now for the rais-

ing of bread, but it included also fer-
ment or decomposition, putrefacticn,
decay. This house-cleaning was pre-
paratory to.the: day 'of ‘“unleavered
bread,” which kymbolized peace -with
God in righteousness and truth. -

Altho the word Pharisee has come to
be a synonym of zypocrisy, the word
originally was used in a very honor-
able sense, as signifying the-consécrat-
ed or holy-to-God people, separate and
apart from the world and sin, Thus
the Apostle Paul was not ashamed that
in his honorable life as a Jew he was
a Pharisee of the Pharisees—one. -of
the most strict and plous of the people
of .God.  However, there is a wide dif-
ference between a true holiness cf heart
and an outward profession. It ig.not
surprising that this perversion of sen-
timent manifested itself amongst: the
Jews, as amongst all. denominations
of Christendom since. We willj all
agree that theré are plous people in
every denomination and that amongst
them, are hypocrites, even. as tares
amongst the wheat. o

The Sadducees were the free th'nkers
of that time, who deried anything that
they could not discern with their five
senses and disbelieved-in a future exis~
tence, either by resurrecticn or other-
wise,, ete. 1

Our Lord's warning to the disciples
to beware of the-leaven of the Pharil-
sees evidently meant for them to be-
ware of the doctrifie and practices of
both ;these opposing classes, neither
being right, but. wrong beth doctrin-

“faily’ and” in practice—not. only those

who profess specially no faith, but ‘also
those: who profess both faith and holi-
ress, S T d
y The Doctrinal Leaven.

The doctrinal leaven of the Phari-
seess was ‘their false teachings and
false practices, including hypocrisies as
our Lord at another time explained,
they professing to be very godly and
scrupulously careful of the smalle§t
details of the Mosaic law. They paid
into the Lord's treasury and service
tithes (tenths) of all their income—go-
ing to the particularity also of includ-
ing in these the very small seeds, of
which little was necessary and the
value of small consequence. Without
reproving - their particularity along
these lines our Lord pointed out that
there was ‘hypocrisy in this, because
they: wiere quite careless respecting
weightier matters of . the law—their
dealings with theip neighbors, etc. Our
Lord charged them. with performing
a considerable part of their religious
services from pride of bheart, rather

and worship of God.

From Phariseeism the world is rapid-
ly passing under the influence of Sad-
duceeism; that is to say, a genteel and
religious unbelief, a skepticism as, re-
spects. God, the Bible and all religious
teachings. This is not the blatant in=
fidelity of Atheism, but the Tefined,
scholarly, claseical unbelief which has
far more influence and is much more
rap!dly and thoroly undermining Chris-
tian faith.

Now in the harvest of this age we
urge all of the Lord’s people to ‘“Beware
of 'the leaven of the Pharisees and of
the Sadducees of our day,” even as
our Lord warned the people of God in
the end of the Jewish age, the proto-
type. of ours. Let us not follow the
Sadducee spirit of our day into evo-
lution theories, . higher criticism, re-
jection of, the inspiration of the Bible,
and the acceptance of human philo-
sophies, as instead of the divine revela-~
tion. Neither. let us go back to the
Phdriseeism of the past, to boast of
perfection and righieousness, because
of outward observances of religious
rites ‘and ceremonies and hely days
with a form of godliness without its
power in control of our lives. “Let us
neither condemn and persecute others,
after the manner of the inguisition of

ner. the more refined form, of our ewn
day—hypocritically affecting an out-
ward holiness, which but evidences a
bitterness of heart by anger, malice,
enivy. irfatred, wstrife. evil-speaking—
“works of the flesh and of the devil.”

What, tl?en, should be our course, if
we are to beware of these errors of the
two extremes? We answer that  the
teachings and example of Jesus are be-
fore - us as the only proper pattern:

1. Honesty—Willingness to admit that
we are not perfect and that we cannot
keep perfectly the divine law. which
demands that ‘“We shall love the Lord
our God with all our mind; all our be-
ing, all our strength and our neighbor
as .ourselves.”

We nright deceive ‘a few of our fol-
lowmen. but certainly could ' not de-
ceive the Lord, ‘who. instéad of favor-
ing us. would ‘repudiate us as unfit for
the elect class which -He {8 now choos-
ing. ;

2. Our honesty must be associated
with humility. else it will still’ not
profit us, for the Lord’'s favors are ex-
tended to those who are both hénest
of heart and - humble of mind. * We
must be humble enough to confess our

A woman in Scripture represents an
ecclesiastical system, the church. The
flour reoresents 'the Word of God's
grace and truth. which |should ecn-
stitute the nourishment for the “house-
hold of faith.” The leaven represenis
the sin and error which, during the
dark ages, was commingled with. the
truth until the whole was leavened—
the doctrines set forth by the woman
of the parable are as a whole, impure,
thoroly mixed with human tragitions
and error. and rapidlv leadine on to-
ward . sourness - and - putrefaction.
estimated  a*
400,000,000, is in a ferment, becausge f
this commingling of truth and error,
and the whole batch is in -danger of
.souring. .

The anostle. writineg tn the church
at Corinth (1 Cor.; v:6-8). maintains
the same \'J{;v of leaven [presented ‘n
us.in the Law and by our Lord Jesus,
that is represents sin. selfishness. aor-
ror. He gives us al very definite hint
a5, to some of the forms of evil which
the leaven would represent: (1) Forni-
cation; (2) a slackness along thege lines
on the part of many; (3) malice: (V)
wickedness: (5) covetousness; (6) ex-
tortion, and (7) idolatry. ‘

And those of us ‘who are now seek-
ing separateness from the world ani
from false doctrines and |practices do
well to accept the Apostle’s admoni-
tion given in this connection, “Purge
out. ' therefore, the old leaven, that ve
may be a new lump, as ve are unleav-
ened. *  * * Tet us keep the feast,
not with the old leaven, nor with the
leaven of malice and wickedness, but
with the unleavened bread of sincer-
itv and Truth.” Fornication and ev-
erything allied to it sssuredly war
against the soul of the New Creature
and are contrary to the profession of
ronsecration to the T.ord. Having
turned away from sin. let us have no
sympathy with any of the untruthful
works of darkness,! by s¢o walking in
the light as to glorify our Father in
heaven, Let us put away all mallce
—every unkind. unloving sentiment or
thought, including all evil surmisings,
which surely lead on to the leavening
of our, hearts and the development cf
roots of bitterness, which, if persistad
in., would ensnare many, and progress
from maliciousness and |evil surmis-
ings and evil speakingsi and oth>r
wickedness, | !

Tet us also:beware of the leaven of
covetousness. as a part of the leaven
of the worldly spirit. !“Thou shailt
not covet they neighbor's| wife. nor his
servants,” mnor his house nor lands
nor honors. To do so would be ‘o
cultivate in yourself a spirit out of
accord with that which God would an-
prove—a spirit of restlessmess and dis-
satisfaction and ' unhappiness, which
would proceed to ! more | ungodliness.
Faith in the love - of the|Lord and in
His providential care is| part of the
test which the Lord imposes, and the
admission .of covelousness in our
hearts has a deadening |influence on
this faith, .without which it would he
imvoossible to please God.

Extortion is another elsment of this
leaven of selfishness, of worldliness.
Tustice, as exemnlified in the Golden
Rule, should guide and Ucontrol our
thoughts, and, so doing, will contral
also our words and our gcts, brine all
these more and more under the dom-
inatinn of love. which delights in do-
ing good, and not in injustice and ex-
tortion.

Idolatry is another element of this
worldly Jeaven of selfishness which
wars against us as new g¢reatures and,
if entertained, would hinder our pro-
gress in the character @ development
necessary to a placé In the kingdom.
The idolatry practised by the heathen
is insignificant and unimportant in
comparison with the idolatry of the
more intelligent of our lands—the plac-
ing of husband and wife, houses, lands,
children, as idols; of our hearts and
rendering to these our 'homage and
sacrifices.

Let us put away, therefore, from our
hearts and minds leaven pf every kind,
both doctrinal and practical, and let
us be unleavend and sincere and true
to our God, to our covenant with Him.
