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SPIRIT OF ICONOGLASM
HOLDS THE CONVENTION

Present Education Methods Come
In For Some Hard
Knocks.

With still increasing enthusiasm the
delegates to the Ontario Educational
Association went thru the various
meetings : of their different sections
yesterday: Revolutionary statements
were uttered all along the line, con-
demning different phases of the edu-
catlonal methods at present adopted
by the schools thruout Ontario. A
breaking away from the hard and fast
routine methods and forms was pro-
tested againkt hy many capable speak-
ers.

Another Intcrezting address was
given to a joint meeting of the as-
soclation in Convocation Hall yester-
day afternoon by Dr. Balliet of New
York University, on the “Function of
Play in the Life of the Scholar.”

Inherited Instincts,

The speaker referred to fighting,
fishing and hunting as inherited in-
stincts handed down thru generations
to children from their remote ances-
tors. The lad of seven who runs away
from home Is merely following the
roaming disposition of some of his
predecesgors. Dr. Balliet stated that
the biological theory of play was that
it was a rehearsal of ancestral cus-
toms. ‘“The kitten seizes:a ball in
its four paws, and the puppy with its
teeth.” In both cases they are adopt-
ing the methods used by thelr ances-
tors.

‘When boys fight and play roughly
they are merely finding an outlet for
their inherited instinct. Playing foot-
ball is merely following a strong
racial Instinct, but sawing wood s a
modern convention, and as yet has not
registered itself on the nerve centres.
Boys’ marble-playihg In April and
kite-flying in September are as cer-
tain as the migration of the birds,
and are from practically the same
cause.

Physical exercises in a gymnasium
are called work because they are bas-
ed on physiology and anatomy. Wild
animals exercise at play when they
are young and at work when
they grow older. If the state were
so organized that every child had
ample opportunity to play and every
adult had to do work enough to earn
his meals, it would do much toward
keeping the race in a healthy condi-
tion. He argued that the best forms
of play were those in which the child
was allowed to follow his or her own
racial instincts.
