8pring Wheat Requires Rain.

NEW YORK, June 23.—The Price Cur-
rent says: There has been a very small
amount of rainfall over winter wheat
area during the past week, for the most
part warm dry weather hae prevalled,
which has been decidedly favorable for
agricultural interests. As the harvest
season for winter wheat approaches there
are indications that the results will like-
ly -exceed expectation of a meonth ago
in a large part of the area. The situa-
tion in the spring wheat region is con-
sidered critical at this time, while pro-
mises were very favorabl® until a week
ago, The intense hedt and lack of mois-
ture has caused the plant to deteriorate
considerably and unless this reglon has
an—-abundance of rainfall within the next
few days, these discouraging reports are
expected to  continue. Corn is making
rapid growth and cultivating is in pro-
gress i{n many localities.

Oats continue in
good promise and are experiencing favor-
able weather conditions for maturing.
