SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 26—The police
of Oakland yesterday unearthed a most
diabolical crime and have taken into cus-
tody M. A. Wilkins, an engineer,
and will charge him with the murder of
his wife, whose body was found buried in
quicklime underneath a shed in the yard
of the Wilking’ home in Elmhurst, a su-
burb of Oakland. Tt was known that
Mrs. Wilkins had given birth to a child,
and Wilkins stated that ehe had gome to
the home of her parents in the east. A
friend of the dead woman, Mrs. J. M.
Anderson, of San Francisco, had been
staying at the Wilkins homs during the
past few days, and now asserts that
Wilkine had endeavored to induce her to

Wilkins at
first said his wife had committed suicide.
