at the front,

“Yes,” he did, “sometimes the boys 
have to put. up with unpleasant condi­
tions, but you need not believe quite all 
of what you may read in some of the 
letters from the iking line. When act­
ing as censor for the letters 
were sending out I was often surprised 
to find what thrilling experiences 
had had and what severe hardships we 
had been undergoing.

“There was one occasion on which we 
were in the rest billets far back of the 
line, with comfortable quarters in some 
fahn buildings. Ône of the men brought 
mé a letter to be censored and the first 
thing that caught my eye was the state­
ment: ‘I am writing this standing in the 
front trench up to my waist in icy 
watelfc I do not know whether I ever 
will get out of it alive,’ and so on.

Milan, Sept. 26.—(By Andre Beau­
mont.)—Austrian officers and soldiers 
who have arrived in Trieste from the 
Carso- Plateau are reported from Trieste 
to have said that they are tired of the 
war; they say they can stand it no 
longer.

News of the fall of Gorizia was re- 
reived with general gloom by the officers 
and men. They ask: “What is the uje 
of continuing the war?” Constantly the 
soldiers want to know what object is to 
be gained by continuing the conflict.

Communication with Istria has been 
practically severed, Pola has been evac­
uated by the civilian population, and the 
people of the entire peninsula are prac­
tically without war news. Dysentery 
and other maladies are rampant in 
Trieste and other towns.
