UNLESS U, . INVADED

Labor Organizatiens of United
States to Oppose War With
Germany or Anyone Else

o

. Washington, June 10—A conference of
labor o izations from all parts of the
United tes to protest against war
except in case of invasion is one of the
probabilities of the near future. The
question will have consideration at the
hands of the executive committec of the
Federation of Labor at a meeting to be
held in Atlantic City this week, The
author of the idea is Representative Bu-
chanan, of Illinois, one of the labor
leaders in congress. He hopes to go to
Atlantic City, where he will meet Sam-
uel Gompers and othef members of the
executive committee of the federation.
Mr. Buchanan will urge that labor meet
in a great conference and protest against
war with Germany or any other nation
on the ground that conflicts between
nations are waged primarily for commer-
cial or territorial aggrandizement, and
that the workers of the world are the
principal sufferers,

“The Illinois member, who represents
what is known as the “labor group” in
congress, declared that he would urge
Mr. Gompers and the other federation
leaders in Atlantic City to decide im-
mediately upon a national conference,
expressing the belief that any delay in
the matter would only play into the
hands of what he described as the “war
party” in the United States.

I would urge the farmers to do their
share in helping to assist the people of
Great Britain, who for many years have
borne the burden of a heavy tax for the
maintenance of a great navy, in prevent-
ing them from suffering want or priva-
