It 
began on the farm of Amos Sherrick, 
on the outskirts of the town, early this 
morning, when Sherrick fired a shotgun 
at a young man named John Mooney, 
when he found him in his pig sty, and 
who was endeavoring to make his escape 
from the place. It ended by the sudden 
death of Sherrick in the police court 
when standing before Police Magistrate 
Hogg preparing to listen to the formal 
charge of murder which had been laid 
against him by the police.

Mooney was a returned soldier, about 
thirty years old. Sherrick was in his 
65th year. He whs a very quiet man 
aid highly respected.

The shock of the death of Mooney 
undoubtedly caused Sherrick’s death.
