ment of Marine and Fisheries, and the
record shows an increase of 155 vessels
and 60,687 tons over the list of 1912.
The figures show that Canada now
ranks ninth place among the ship-own-

ing nations of the world with a total net
tonnage upon her register of 896,965
tons. Preceding the dominion, Great
Britain comes first with a shipping ton-
nage of* 10,989,385 net tons. Next in rank
comes Germany, with 8,321,060 tons;
United States, 2,706,226 tons; Norway,
1,736,349 tons; France, 1,476,079 tons;
Japan, 1,184,158 tons; - Russia, 1,115,060
tons; Italy, 1,082,491 tons.

The register is made up of 8,545 ves-
sels—3,847 being steamers with a gross
tonnage of 711,612 tons, apd it is esti-
mated that 43,968 men and boys, includ-
ing masters were employed upon Can-
adian registered ships during 1913. Tak-
ing $30 as the average value of the ton-
nage registered, Canada’s shipping am-
ounts to $26,908,950 in value.

Montreal Leads

Montreal leads the other Canadian
ports for the highest shipping tonnage
registered, with a total net tonnage, sail
and steam, of 184,899 tons, Victoria, B.
C., has 75,129 tons of shipping, and
claims second place. Toronto comes third
with 68,767 tons; Vancouver fourth with
63,761 tons; Quebec fifth 48,235 tons;
and St. John sixth with 44,958 tons—a
great decline from the eighties, when the
New Brunswick port was fourth among
the ports of the world for tonnage.

In analyzing the list it is noticed that
a large number of the steam vessels reg-
istered are motor propelled—the greater
proportion of these craft are no doubt
used in the commercial fisheries. The
largest vessels on the register are the
C. N. R. Royal Liners Royal Edward
and Royal George, of 11,117 tons gross
and registered in Toronto. Another large
Atlantic steamer registered in Toronto
is the Oceana, of 7,815 tons, owned by
the Bermuda Atlantic Line and plying
between New York and Bermuda. The
largest lake steamer registered is the
Emperor of 7,081 tons. The new leviath-
an recently launched—W. Grant Morden
—has not been registered yet.

The only relic of the old square-rigged
ships left on the register is the barque
Calburga, of 1,850 tons, built and regis-
tered at Maitland, N. S. in 1890. She is
still on the active list, carrying lumber
fr:om Nova Scotia to the River Plate.
Under the command of Captain Lewis
she recently made the run from Digby,
N. 8. to Buenos Ayres in 57 days. The
barque is the last of the famous Nova
Scotian fleet of large square-riggers which
cut such a swath in the carrying trade
of the world prior to 1890. In 1878 Can-
ada had 1,888,015 tons of shipping—
mosﬂy square-riggers—upon her register.
Today we have 896,965 tons.

BOSTON’S LIBRARY

The 62nd annual report of the trustees
of the Boston Public Library, issued the
other day, after detailing the work of the
board for the year, takes up the report
of Librarian Wadlin. He shows that dur-
ing the year 1,848,978 books were lent for
use outside the various library buildings.
This is an increase over last year, and
the unrecorded circulation—that is, the
use of books in the varfous rooms, is
very much greater. The “books received”
from all sources during the year totaled
38,647 volumes. It is interesting to note
that during the year 982 volumes of
fiction were examined, and 175 titles
were bought, though by reduplication of
copies, 2,758 were actually purchased.

Considerable attention is paid to the
institution known as the “story hour for
children,” which has been observed at
the Central Library and at the Brighton,
Jamaica Plain, North End, Roxbury,
South  Boston, South End, West
End, Upham’s Corner and Parker
Hill branches. The system is now
regarded as well established, and
of a demonstrated educational value. The
story hour at the Central Library, at-
tracts children, Mr. Wadlin finds, from
all parts of the city. There has been an
attendance of 2682 at the story hour ses-
sions in Copley Square.

The registration department reports
that the number of borrowers’ cards has
increased 8906 during the year, and is
