The following is from Turners Falls 
Reporter, published at Turner’s Falls, 
Mass., and of which Cecil T. Bagnall is 
editor and proprietor. It is part of a long 
article written after a holiday spent here, 
and it is entertaining as showing the view­
point from which we have been observed 
by the writer. He ssyi:—

When the fateful day came for the col­
onies to throw off the yoke that was gall­
ing the necks of the majority, a minority 
choose to be standpatters, and to escape 
joining the hull-moeeere they made up 
their minds if any hunting bad to be 
done they would take the real animal by 
the horns in his own habitat and begin 
their life anew. They eimply did not care 
to rebel againat the government under 
which they had been living, and so they 
sacrificed all but conscience, and went into 
the wilderness calling themselves loyalists. 
Here was the cream of Yankee New Eng­
land, many educated in the colonial col­
leges, marohing off with nothing but the 
duds on their back, a strong religious feel­
ing. and wicked faith and loyalty to a 
pig-headed king that would have immort­
alized a Jackson democrat.

Some ten thousand of these loyalists, 
the best of New England stock, settled 
on the site of the present city of St. John, 
and it is today in thought and feeling as 
much like the old Puritan towns they left 
here, as are two peas in a pod. No Yankee 
town today can show so much of the pure 
blood of Massachusetts colony, as that loy­
alist city by the turbulent tide, for the 
reason that the strain has not been mixed 
by foreign importation. The same names 
that are chiseled in the old loyalist ceme­
tery in the town’s centre, are on shop 
signs, with but rare exceptions. A few 
Italians may keep fruit stores, but the 
same grave and serious Puritan spirit that 
left New England prevents the sale of an 
orange or a plate of ice cream on a Sun­
day, under penalty of a fine of $60 for 
each offence. As the courts are there for 
business and no tomfoolery by cheap 
squirts of lawyers is tolerated, there is lit-

Fortunately—or un­
fortunately—St. John has ever since the 
day the loyalists landed to build a town 
on new hopes and new aspirations, been a 
breeding pen for the supply of men of like 
metal to all the professions, the trades, 
and unfortunately, to the band of politic*- 
ians, of the great Canadian Northwest, the 
New England states, and in a less de­
gree to all the great west. By the hun­
dreds may be counted thé successful men 
of New England recruited from the same 
Puritan stock that originated mostly in 
the fateful thirteen colonies.

It would astonish the average reader to 
learn the origin of many of the captains 
of industry whose names arc familiar to 
our ears. Many St. John people claim 
with pride, but are quite willing to have
