Now it has been sold at a price
considerably in advance of its original
ost, ¢
€ There are five children in the family,
ranging from three to twelve years, It
is an ideal family in many respects, and
of the e that makes'‘'a good com-
munity. om is proud of his children
and he and his wife have trained them
well and given them the best of which
they were ‘capable. He is an unskilled
laborer and his wage has always been
inadequate to efficiently support his
home. Tom hds learned that, while it
may be a joy to have many children, it
is in modern days also a serious respon-
sibility.

For three weeks the search for a house
was maintained by Tom and his wife.
They desired, for the sake of the chil-
dren, to remain in the suburbs, as there
social conditions were good and the chil-
dren enjoyed the benefits of pure air
and healthful surroundings. Night after
night they trudged around, finding nu-
merous houses for sale, but very few
to rent unless from $30 to $35 per
month. Even if he had been able to
rent at such a price, the owners in most
instances were unwilling to rent to a
man with five young children.

Now Tom and his family are back in
a poor street downtown, where there are
no playgrounds and where conditions are
generally depressing.
