As in his Jife
and labors ' he exemplified ‘and illustrated the religion of the
Gospel, so ir. his death its condolations cheered him, and he pe-
iterated the ‘confidence of the Psalmst of Israel, “ Though I
walk through the valley of the shadow of death I wil] fear no
evil: His rod and his staff' they comfort me.” His friends and
lamily, deeply as they feel their bereavement, yet know that
“their loss is his infinite gain,” and that throngh the merits of
his Redeemer he now wears the « crown of righteousness re-
served for those who are faithful unto death.”
