The committee of the United States
Senate which is employed ininvestigat-
ing the relation of Canadian railways to
those of the United States is now in Bos-
ton taking evidence. They have been
hearing some testimony mnot entirely
favorable-to Canadian railways from the
representatives of the Boston and Albany,
Titchburg and Union Pacific. The re-
presentative of the latter road stated that
by a system of differentials agreed upon
by the transcontinental roads the Cana-
dian Pacific came into an association for
the maintenance of rates. Under that
system the Canadian Pacific has gradu-
ally been increasing its business from
San  Franc¢isco at Atlantic ports.
The witness stated that from Feb-
ruary to July, 1888, its percentage of
business was 10.40 per cent.: from July,
1888, to January, 1889, 11,87 per cent. ; in
January, 1889, 11.38 per cent. in Febru-
ary, 25.23 per cent. ; in March, 29. 48 per
eent., and in April 37.77 per cent. His
explanation of this increase was that the

It will be seen from this, that the
Union Pacific people are using this ery
against Canadian railways, as a lever for
the purpose of obtaining the repeal of the
interstate commerce law. Theirevidence

Boston in favor of the Canadian roads.
On Saturday they heard the evidence of
I'resident Hersey B. Goodwin, of the
Boston Executive Business Men's asso-
ciation, who detailed Boston’s disadvan-
tages as compared with New York, and
said  these  disadvantages  would
be increased should Canadian
competition be withdrawn. Tney
also heard from Mr. Alden Spear, presi-
dent of the Boston Chamber of Commerce.
Mr. Spear had prepared a statement that
le read to the committee. It included
resolutions passed by the Boston Execu-
tive Business Men's association, de-
precating any interfefence with the com-
petition of the Canadian roads with the
New York lines. The substantial thing
the witness wanted was a continuation of
the present conditions. This is, in fact,
what all the people of New England want,
except the few interested in New York
roads.

WAS THIS IHTDLERINCE OR WHAT?

We referred the otherday to the French
Canadian convention which was being
lield in N, Y. last week, that was
ing regarded with so much favor by a
portion of the press of the United States.
The New York Sun had a great deal to
say about the air of freedom which per-
vaded the members of the convention
when they found themselves in the Unit-
ed States, but no doubt it will be greatly
disappointed at the manner in which
the question of annexation was dealt
with by the Convention. That subject
was one in which the American papers
took a great interest, but it was quietly
shelved, and no expression of opinion on
the subject made. The most interesting
feature oft he Convention, however, was
the following which is thus reported in
a despatch to the Montreal Stari—

knelt or stood up. Chairman Bossue
said that he had remarked that one of

When the chairman
said, in answer toa demand for the name
of the person, that it was a delegate
named Joseph Duaval, a little, thin, wiry
old man arose from his seat directly in
front of the chair and asked what
the matter was. It did not
tate long to .tell him, and when
he was asked what excuse he had to offer
for his conduct, e as promptly replied
that he was not making any excuses just
then.  Asked what he was doing in the
convention, he said that he was a “dele-

This answer aroused anger in all dir-
ections, and suggestions were  loudly
made that the old man be ejected from
the hall. Father Chagnon of Champlain,
counselled calmer action, and reyiewing
t ituation, and ealling attention to the
fact that only catholics were eligible as
delegates, moved that Mr. Duval be ex-
pelle «d from the convention.

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YANKEE HOSTILITY T0 CAMDI

The hostility of the Yankees toward
the people of Canada is shown in a great
variety of ways, but it has never appear-
ed in a meaner form than in the efforts
of some United States officials to pre-
| vent Canadian workingmen from cross-
ing into the United States to work. This
is done under the contract labor_law, the
same law which wasnot long since on-
forced against a New York church which
imported a clergyman from abroad, a
law which had it been in force thirty
years ago,wotild have deprived New York
of Rev. John Hall and Princeton of Dr.
McCosh. Under this law Canadian
workmen were recently prevented from
crossing at Suspension Bridge, Niagara,
and also at Calais to work on the United
States side of the river, and the same
thing has been done at Newport, Vt.,
where many Canadians were employed
on buildings. The order has gone forth
that these Canadians must either move
into the United States and become citi-
zens or throw up their work and return
to the Queen’s dominions. They have
accepted the latter alternative, and as a
consequence the building trade is almost
at a standstill, work on the new Congre-
gational church at Newport being
practically stopped. The collector says
the contract labor law will be strictly
enforced in future.

The attention ofthe Dominion Govern-
ment should be directed tothis matter,the
game being one which two can play at.
If our people cannot crossinto the United
States to work, no citizen of the United
States should be allowed to come to Can-
ada to work. More than half of the em-
ployes of the St. Croix Cotton mill reside
in the United States, and theyshould
be subjected to the same alternative
imposad on Canadian workmen by the
collector of New  York.

Bottling up New England.
{ Boston Herald ]

Outside of Canadian connections, the
lines upon which Boston depends for
transit to and from the west are entirely
under control of those whose interests
would lead them to build up the trade of
New York, Philadelphia and Baltimore,
and the country in the immediate yicin-
ity of those great centres, at the expense
of Boston and its surrounding territory.
Ifthe Vanderbilt interest had its way,
one may be sure that, when freight cars
arrived at Troy or Albany, they would
be run south down the valley of the Hud-
son, and would not be carried eastward
over or through the mountains
to the port of Boston. Of course this di-
version of trade would not apqly to strict-
ly local business, for the managers of
of the New York Central or the Pennsyl-
vania systemn could hardly force, or care
to force produce coming to New England,
or goods shipped west from New England,
to pass through New York or Philadel-
phia, but it would be a matter of indif-
ference to them whether our local condi-
tions were or were not stimulated by low
freight rates. They would have our
merchants and manufacturers at their
mercy, and, in the language of railroad
men, would undoubtedly tax the traffic
all that it would bear.

We mean by this thatif we had a great
trunk line running from Boston to the Mis-
sisippi river or beyond, built by Boston
capital and controlled by Boston men;
its managers would have an interest in
seeing that our trade accomodations
were built up and maintained which can-
not be felt by men whose social and finan-
cial interests lead them to desire to in-
crease the business of New York and
Philadelphia in every way within their
power. But we have no locally owned
great trunk line to the West which we
can put in opposition to the great trunk
lines owned and managed by capitalists
in New York, Philadelphia and Balti-
more. What we have :depended upon
hitherto, and what has been of inesti-
mable service to us, has been the compe-
tition afforded by the Canadian rail-
roads. This has kept the New York and
Philadelphia railroad magnates upon
their good behavior in all of their deal-
ings with us. Over and over again it
has happened that proposed exactiohs
on their part,which would have seriously
interfered with the commercial prosper-
ity of this city, have been brought. to
nought by the flow Jof trade over these
competing Canadian lines.

But now it is proposed to make llus
competition impossible by national legis-
lation, or by what would amount to the
same thing, an administrative decree.
The work can be made so expensive to
the Grand Trunk and the Canadian
Pacific road that they could no longer
afford {o carry freight from Boston west-
ward, or vice versa, or, to put it in
another way, our merchanis could neo
longer afford to pay them the freight
rates they would be compelled to ask, if;
indeed; a transhipment of the freight
from one car to the other on the border
line would be permitted. This method
has been warmly advocated in New
York and in certain western cities, and,
strangely enough, has been indorsed by
one or two of our local newspapers,

through the sentiment of Boston mer-
chants and manufacturers, as expre;
first, by the chamber of commerce, anﬂ,
lut.er, by the representatives of the
ous trades of this city, meeting in’
Boston Executive Business Association,
has been that of unqualified_protest. We
trust that at the, sessions of the Senate
committee thig’sentiment and conviction
will be set forth in no uncertain manner.
New England may be lacking in political
slrength in the House of Representatives
in consequence of its limited populatlon,
but in the Senate of the United States
she should have abody of ten, if not
twelve, men who could be counted u

not to betray the cause of their constitu-
ents.

In this matter, what is the interest of
Boston is the interest of all New Eng-
land, with the possible exception of Con-
nectlcut and if ten New England sena-
tors came out directly in opposition to
proposed legislation intended to prevent
Canadian railroad competition, we feel
confident that the measure could not be

carried through, no matter how strongly
it might be advocated by those repres-
enting the great American trunk
lines of railroad. For this reason it seems
to us that not only must our merchants
make a vigorous protest before the Sen-
ate committee, but they should, by means
of their correspondence and business ac-
quaintances throughout the New Eng-
land states, extend the scope of this pro-
test, so that when the matter comes up as
it doubtless will, in Congress, it can be
defeated by a massing of New England
influences.
