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Mr. Snowball's Retirement

OHATHAM, - MAY 25, 1882.

The people of Northumberland
will, doubtless, learn with no little
regret that Mr. Snowball, who has
represented this County for the past
four years desires not to seek re-elec.
tion at the present time. It has
boon stated by him to leading politi-
cal associates at Ottawa—to Mr.

None of it remained in the Channel.
Last year the portion which had ground-
ed on Gordon’s Flats was found to have
been carried away and now there is
none of the obstruction to be found
anywhere. It is a matter of regret
that Senator Muirhead has been led to
make representations at variance with
this—the true state of the facts—at Ot-
tawa, but we presumnd he did so believ-
ing false reports from interested parties.
Pilots inform us that they recently
signed a statement to be forwarded to
Ottawa for the purpose of showiug that
the obstruction stated by the World
was not in the Miramichi River at all.
It is therefore an attempt to deceive
the public when the World states that
the $3,000 had anything tc do with
this imaginary obstruction.

But we have most conclusive evidence
that Sir Hector Langevin placed that
$3,000 Ballast Wharf grant in the esti-
mates, not from removing obstructions
from the Miramichi river—because

A
single ant remained in the jar, which
ate until satisfied, and then sought to
find its way out. It was for some
time perplexed, but finally climbed the
string to the ceiling, and escaped down
the wall. It had been gone but a
short time when a large swarm of ants
flocked into the closet, climbed up the
wall to the ceiling, and then descended
by the string into the jar, where they
remained until the treacle was devour-
ed, and then departed by the string.
It is hardly possible that this should
have taken place had not the first ant
made some cuommunication to the
others.

The Ballast Wharf Appropriation.

Last week we had occasion to refer
to the Chatham Ballast Wharf appro-
priation made by the Dominion Govern-

ment. We based the statement that it
was intended for the purch of the
Canada Wharf on iuformation'which we
believed could not be misleading—in-
formation which showed that the grant
had been made for the purpose of plac-
ingin the hands of certain parties in
Chatham a large sum of public money,
in additionr to even larger sums that
have fallen into the hands of the same
parties through an undue and corrups
political influence—the same influence
which the people of this County pro-
nounced against in 1878 and which they

are as ready to pronounce against in
1882,

The parties who thought they had
secured this additional amount of public
plunder, now find, by their plans being
exposed, both in Chatham and at Otta-
wa, that indignation on the part of the
local public and distrust and condemna-
tion on the part of their more respec-
table political associates, have been
awakened. Instead, however, of drop-
ping the' plunder and saying nothing
about it, they invent and publish a
most glaring falsehood to account for
the appropriation they thought they
were 80 sure of. In order to show how
positive and plausible these gentlemen
ean be we reproduce the following from
the World, which, like the Canada
wharf, i3 partly owned by Mr. John
Sadler,—

““What is truth?”’ asked the Opposition
organ a short time ago, and immediately
proceeded to display its need of instruc-
tion on the subject by indulging in a series
of untruths. We pointed these out, one
after the other, at the time, and marched
them past our contemporary’s eyes in pro-
cession, and its only sign of shame or re-
pent: was to indulge in a few more.

property. The $3,000 in the estimates for
the Miramichi river was not asked for any
such parpose, nor appropriated for any
such purpose, and is not to be applied to
sny such purpose, but is for the highly
desirable object of clearing the river from
obstructions. In the fall of 1879 a slab
wharf, owned by Mr. Snowball, with two
or three hundred tons of ballast upon it,
went adrift aod grounded upoa g;rdon
flats, just below Middle Island. The next
spring the ice lifted the top ot it off,
ballast and all, and scattered it all along
the river, the rest of the structure remain-
ing on the flats. Last fall an engineer of
the Public Werks Department was here,
made soundings, discovered the block em-
bedded in the mud, and reported the fact
to the Minister. In consequence of this
report, and of repr i respecting
other impediments to navigation, the
$3,000 was appropriated, and will be used
for the removal of the remains of Mr.
Snowball’s slab ballast wharf and other
nuisances from the river.

The World and its Syndicate of bal-
last wharf owners appear to have for-
gotten that Mr. Anglin had asked the
above question‘inreference to this ap-
propriation, but we think Mr. Anglin’s
statement of Sir Hector's answer will
effectually dispose of the slab wharf
story and the World's barefaced attack
on the truthfulness of the Apvance.
We may further state that, as a matter
of fact, no engineer of the -Public
Works Department made soundings as
stated by the World ; no engineer dis-
covered the wharf and no engineer re-
ported any such wharf to the Depart-
ment. But Senator Muirhead reported
the wharf as stated and induced two
pilots to give a kird of endorsement to
his statements. A Government offizial
engaged these two pilots to take him to
the alleged obstruction and offered them
a reward if they would place him upon
it. They took hini in their pilot boat to
find the obstruction and failed to do so.
If the World wants the names, dates
and further particulars we will furnish
them, together with some other infor-
mation which its Syndicate may not
specially desire to see in print just now.

Mismanagoment in Tork

In York County the Conservatives
have apparently blundered seriously.—
Mr. Fisher, who ran in that constitu-
ency against Mr. Pickard at the last
Dominion election, and who has, since
that time been credited with controlling
the Government patronage, has been
suddenly ignored at Ottawa and Hon.
J. J. Fraser, ex-Attorney General of
the Province substituted for him. The
party in York has, apparently, not been
consulted and a large and influential
portion of it encourage Mr. Fisher to
oppose Mr. Fraser. They, apparently,
feel that the choice of Candidatesin g
County shonld not be dictated from
Ottawa. Mr. Fisher is editor of the
Reporter, which has always been recog-
nised as the Government organ and that
paper says :
Mr. Fraser must by this time “be
awpre of the strong feeling of disap-
proval with which his candidature for
the Dominion Parliament has been re-
ceived by the great mass of the Liberal-
Conservative party. If, in spite of this,
he permits himself to be guided by bad
advisers and forces himself upon the
party unsonght by its leading men,
there can only be one result, that of
disaster to both himself and party. " If
he is anxious for the success of the
Liberal Conservative party in the com-
ing campaign he must see that with two
candidates on the same side Mr. Pickard
may be elected, and that not being
known at all in Dominion politics his
chances are not nearly so good as those
of one who has been in the conflict be-
fore, and has been looked upon as the
coming standard-bearer of the party in
York. He and his friends .eught to
think this over seriously. We cannot
understand what special claims he can
press for the Liberal-Conservative vote
under the circumstances.

It is quite well understood that, un-
der the circumstances, there is no
chunce whatever of defeating Mr.
Pickard in York, but it was supposed
by the Government party managers that
Mr. Fisher would retire as soon as Mr,
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think for the party and all the rest

back to their constituents and invite them
to endorse their action. All the time
they have been telling us they were grow-
ing in strength, growing in popularity,
particularly in Ontario. All the time
they have been telling us about their
superior strength in Ontario under the
returns—I do not know the exact figures
—it has not been worth my while to count
them up—I suppose they give about
three to one in favor of the hon. gentleman
opposite ; and they say they are stronger
to day and are more than three to one.
I donot know in what way they lead
themselves to this belief, but I know it to
be an unfounded belief. I know this Bill
proves, and they have a shrewd suspicion
of it, that they cannot carry their present
seats and retain their present majority ;
and this Bill is designed, so far as they
can, to make up by legislation for the
strength they have lost by their misdeeds
for the last four years, and by the results
to which they have led now they confess
that they expect to be strengthened by it.
They confess that, and say, ‘““Ob, yes,
but that is because any measure which
enabled the principle of equalization
of the population to be carried out: would
strengthen us.” On a minor scale that
thing was done in 1872 in the cases of
Monck, and Haldimand, and in the divi
sion of Huron and Wellington the hon.
entl was assisted in the ions as
he believed by that measure. They were
on the face of them, looking at the returns,
and at the apparent strength of parties in
the divisions, obviously snd palpably
designated to give him political strength
at the elections, That did not succeed
any more than this measure will succeed.
The hon. gentleman had on that occasion
this legislative string to his bow, the
Redistribution Act of 1872, and he had
that other string to his bow which came
of his arrangement made in Montreal with
Sir Hugh Allan, and by bribing the con-
stituencies of Ontario such as had been
agreed upon, he hoped and expected to
obtain a majority. Of course we do not
know what are the arrangements which
the hon. gentleman has made for the sup-
ply of money on this occasion, whether
they are of the same character, or from
what source they are to come. But his
political arrangements which are upon the
surface, which are before us, which are to
be made by Act of Parliament, age plain,
and they are very extensive indeed. ;

Mr. Blake proceeded to declare that

—because, in the first place, a measure so
treacherous, unjust and indefensible as
this, will arouse, as it has aroused to the
uttermost, the indignation of those whom
the hon. gentleman is endeavoring to op-
press ; Lecaunse in the second place there
are a considerable number in ¢very consti-
uency of fair-minded persons, who do not
take a very active part in politics, who
are not very much enamored of party, but
who will punish party as upon a former
well-known occasion they did, when they
believed that au abuse of a high trust had
been committed. Again they will give
their voices in favor of those who are
sought to be oppressed, and against the
shameless oppressors ; and lastly, I believe
that even in the ranks of the Conservative
g{arty there are to be found, if not in this

ouse, at any rate in the constituencies
cat and carved, many men who will repu-
diate the claims of party if the cost of al-
legiance to party be the suiport of a mea-
sure of this description ; who will prefer
the recognition of the just and sounder
principles to which I refer, which the hon.
gentleman himself propounded in 1872—
of adherence to the county and municipal
boundaries—who will not be compelF‘ed
by the thin disguised suggestion that that
principle is no longer in force, and that
some new principle is trinmphant, and is
to blot out all former considerations ; but
will recognize the facts that without cause,
without reason, without any just pretence,
the hon. gentleman has departed from his
own views publicly expressed as the lead.
er of the Government and endorsed by
Parliament in 1872, He has departed
from it to tear asunder men who are sol-
emnly associated together as one commu-
nity for electoral purposes, to break up
cherished associations, to break theassocia-

. tions of business, and of local and munici-

pal interests—and all for the purpose
which he does not easily accomplish, in
fact which he barely professes to have in
view, of equalization ; and for that pur-
pose to disregard those close ties, and the
higher and more important considerations.
The hon. gentleman will find that though
he may by the force of his majority trans
fer territory and men’s bodies, he will not
transfer their minds or their opinions.
He will find that though he may transfer
the voters he will not transfer the votes.
They will vote in another locality, and
also in another way and they will vote
another way just because they condemn
the action of the hon. gentleman in pro-
posing this measure.

It ismy duty to lay before the House
the objections ia detail to this measure.
I have already stated the conclusion, viz.,
that it is a measure Lreaking down alto-
gether the hon. gentlemaun’s principle of
action as, heretofore stated ; not accom-
plishing his new principle of action, the
eyualization of population at all hazards,
but dealing with the constituencies in a
low party spirit, with the designs, if he
can, of strengthening himself and hurting
those who are opposed to him. It is my
duty even within these walls to appeal,
not to the supporters who have concocted
this measure, but to those who come from
other Provinces, and have a cherished
system of county representation, which
has not been interfered with, to look at
what is being done to-day in Ontario by
this Bill ; to consider how they would

like such a measure agglied to themselves;
and if their answer

honestly given, I

know it will be that they would not en.

last chance there is for keeping the repre-
sentation of the country upon a sound prin-
ciple, and I will violate a_good principle
because he has done it.” Well, sir, I will
show youin the way I put it how absurd
this answer is, and if it were true, how
utterly preposterous it would be to assigu
as a reason for doing this thing, thata
swrong has been done by another legislator
in another Legislature. There still re-
mains, supposing it to be true, the prin-
ciple of carrying out with reference to
this great Legislature, with reference to
this more desired object, with reference
to this higher object of aspiration than as
stated in the Local Legislature, the first
opportunity of carrying out the first prin-
ciple. It is all witb us ; we have it bere;
it cannot be taken away from us. Are
we to give it up? Are we to abandon it ?
Are we to go in a wrong path because in
the Local Legislature it is said Mr. Mowat
has so gone? The proposition is absurd.

Mr. Blake then, at great length, com-
pared the two measures, showing the
different principles that animated them;
and at equal length he compared the
relative strength of consiituency after

constitueney as affected by this bili,
showing that some were actuallv re-
duced to 12,500, while others were
brought up to 27,000. One extract
will suffice to show his method of deal-
ing with this part of the subject : —

Jhe East Riding of Simcoe, which has
had an adequate population without hav-
ing added to 1t from Muskoka the five
townships I have mentioned ; without
this addition the population of East Sim-
coe wounld have been 23,113, or in excess
of equity and in excess of the average of
those constituencies in which it is placed.
But in order to hive the Grits the 180 ma-
jority in these townships had to go, and
so they are transferred to East Simcoe,
which is raised from 23,118 to 27,183,
The county bounds are broken, and Mus-
koka is lowered to 17,845. Eleven town-
ships are also taken from Muskoka and
added to North Ontario. Now, what is
the political effect of this transaction,
taking for convenience sake the figures of
1878 % 1In Bouth Ontario the hon. gentle-
man hopes to weaken the Reform interest
by 198 votes, in North Ontario by 250
v.tes, in Muskoka by 163 votes, in East
York by 42 votes, in North York 184
votes. ¥n East Simcoe he puts together
twelve municipalities from North Simcoe
and Muskoka, of which eleven had a Re-
form majority and one a tie, giving a Re-
form majority of 558 ; and in West Onta-
rio he puts together six Reform municipal-
ities, giving a majority of 583, the general
result being to give to the Reformers
great majorities in two ridings,
weaken them, according to the hon. gentle-
man’s expectations, in six ridings,

And so Mr. Blake showed how, in
group after group of counties, the
“Grits” were ‘‘hived,” so that while
they would have large majorities in

Sayce, although among the most avowed

exposed to wind and weather for nearly
fifteen centuries without showing signs
of rust—an enduring monument to the
skill of the old Indian iron-workers.

In 1852, Dr. Macgillivery mentioned
having seen skulls of children at Cape
York altered into quite conical shape
by a constantly applied manual com-
pression of their mothers; but this
was believed to be impossible by the
celebrated anatomist K. E. Vou Baer,
who fancied that there must be some
mistake in the information given by the
Scotch naturlist. In 1880, however,
Dr. Miklucho-Maclay had an oppor-
tunity of witnessing this strange opera-
tion, at Mabiak in the islands of Torres
Straits, where he saw it performed
daily on many children, and fully con-
vinced himself that the deformity seen
in the adults is the result of this
manual deformation only. The mothers
are accustomed to spend many hours
of each day, during the first weeks of
the child’s- life, in compressing the
heads of their infants to give them the
conical shape. At Mabiak the defor-
mation is designed, but Dr. Maclay
observed on the east side of New
Guinea numervus cases of non-inten-
tional distortion of the skulls of adult
females, arising from their practice of
carrying hcavy burdens suspended by
bands resting across the head—causing
a permanent depression, often quite
marked. Dr. Macla¥’s testimony seems
to prove conclusively that the human
skull may be greatly altered in shape
by artificial means.

Experiments upon the action of the
electric light on plants, at the Palace
of Industry, Paris, have resulted less
favorably than was expected. The
naked rays from the elecric arc were
found to be injurious; after passing
through glass they ceased to fave any
hurtful action upon plants; but their
efticacy was not great. Illumination at
night is not fatal to plants, but no proof
has been obtained that it is really
beneficial.

Dr. Koch, of Berlin, claims to have
discovered the nature of the parasite
which caures consumption. He has
propagated it artificially, and killed
animals with the parasites thus produc-
ed. The expectorations from the lungs
of consumptive individuals are found-to
be swarming with the highly infective
organisms. By working out the sug-
gestion offered by Pasteur’s recent
achievements, Dr. Koch hopes to pro-
duce through artificial culture a harm-
less form of the parasite which by in.
oculation may prevent consumption.

It has been observed that when
liquid manures are too much diluted
trees are injured thereby on account of
being compelled, in seeking nourish-
ment, to take up more water than is
needed ; but, on the other hand, too
strong solutions cause a decay of the
roots.

Messrs. E. and H. Becquerel find
that, contrary to the general belief, a
thick covering of snow does not protect
the soil, as effectually as does turf from
the severest cold and frost.

The London Lancet says, in comment-
ing on an article on the medico-phsio-
logical features of Guiteau's personality:
‘¢ It is remarkable for the singular cir-
cumstance that the author, Dr. Allan
McLane Hamilton, seems to claim the
fact that the head of the assassin ‘re.
veals no special asymmetry ’ as evidence
of his sanity, whereas aymmetry is well
known to be one of the?commonest
characteristics of heads of the best and
most intellectual type. It would be
difficult, probably, to find a head be-
longiug to any man of mark or pre-
eminence in science or literature which
was not asymmetric.” To be asym-
metric is simply to fack symmetry.

Tt has been pointéd out that the fra-
grance of violets differs widely, being
influenced evidently by the season and
temperature, warmth- and shelter ap-
pearing most conducive to sweetness.
Herr Kraus has lately proved that all
plant organs swell and contract periodi-
cally every day. This phenomenon is
due to variations in the amount of water
contained at different periods during
the twenty-four honrs.

The venerable French chemist and
instructor, M. Chevreul, has just cele-
brated his ninety-sixth birthday.

link to the chain of evidence establish-
ing man’s great antiquity.

A new method of preserving meat is
to cause the heart of the animal to
pump boracic acid into the tissues. For
example, a sheep is stunned by a blow,
and blood being withdrawn from the
left jugular vein, a strong solution of
boracic acid, kept at blood heat, is
injected. The hcart of the still living
animal quickly pumps the antiseptic
fluid into all parts of the body, and the
sheep is then killed by the butcher in
the usual gmy. The cost is slight, and
the meat thus treated will keep several
weeks in the heat of summer.

Dr. Schweinfurth has succeeded in
freshening and preserving many of the
leaves and flowers from garlands found
on the breasts of mummies discovered
last year at Deir el Bahari. A small
herbarium is thus formed; from plants
which grew some thirty-five centuries
agy. A number of the species have
been identified with those now found
in the east.

A new geyser has been discovered
near St. Etienne, France. A vein of
hot water was tapped at a depth of
5,000 feet, and the result is an inter-
mirtent fountain throwing a stream toa
‘height of nearly 100 feet above the
surface of the earth.

M. Blavier attributes the disappear-
ance of the sardine from the coast of
Brittany, where it was once the source
of a e revenue, to a change in the
dirgetion of the Gulf Stream. The
question was deemed so important by
the Paris Academy of Sciences that a
special committee has been appointed
to investiyate the matter.

A species of temporary color-blind-
ness has been observed as the result of
long exposure to dazzling light.
