other the proceedings were either defeated
or stopped.

of the liquidators was not one of the leaat
of the blunders connected with the history
of the Maritime Bank.

John,
N, B, are-progeeding with their work,
but appear to hive only faint hopes of
getting anything out of the Stewart firm
which, they claimed, was indebted to the
bauk for a very large amouut,

In an interview with a St. John Globe
reporter recently, one of the liguidators
said the prospect for redeeming the bank
notes was fair, but the depositors might
not come out 8o well. The sharsholders,
in any event, would have to be called on
for their double liability., **What are the
relations of the Stewart firm, to the bank?
he wasasked. He replied:

““Well,they owe bank ahout $330,000,
In the scheme w! ch they submitted to
their creditors in Eugland, they offered
to compromise with the bank on a basis of
$20,000, but the liquidators felt that thia
amount would be too small, aud so they
took steps which resulted in -the defeat
of the acheme. The suit against the
Stewart firm will probably come off in
Ottawa in April next. It was entered by
the provisional liguidator for $280,000.
He had omitted to take into account othey
