10 NEARLY KILLED WHEN
ICEBERG ROLLED OVER

A despatch from  St. John’s, N. ¥,
says:—

A serious fatality was narrowly
averted at Cuckhold’s Cove Tuesday
afternoon, when a large iceberg, with
20 men on it, toppled over and all had
an extremely narrow escape. The berg
has been aground in the cove for some
time, in dangerous. proximity to one of
the Commercial Cable Co.'s cables.
Efforts were made to dislodge it by ex-
ploding gun-cotton at differentp arts,
but withgut, success.: Tuesday. €t» was
decided to attempt its removal“by ~ the
use of dynamite and a number of men
from the Reid Newfoundland Co. with
geveral of the company’s men and some
from the cable steamer MacKay-Ben-
nett, went to the cove for that pur-
pose.

About 20 of the men were on the
berg, which had a cup-shaped depres—
sion in the,cedtre; making boles to
place the charges, when the monster,
under the weight of the men, lost its
balance and began to topple over to-
wards the water. Several of the men
at once jumped into the sea and were
picked up by’ the steamer’s launch,
which was nearby. The others remain-
ed on the berg, which most fortunately
for them, ceased its downward roll, just
as the part on which they were stand-
ing reached the water’s edge. The men
hastily made their way ashore and fur-
ther operations ceased, no one caring

. to venture on the berg again.

A new means of getting -rid of the
unwelcome yisitor was then decided on
and Wednesddy the berg was taken in
tow by the MacKay-Bennet to sea.
What its ultimate fate will be the Com-
mercial Cable Co. care not, provided it
does not make a re-appearance at
Cuckhold’s Cove. The towing of an
iceberg to sea from a dangerous posi-
tion by a large steamer is something
new in the annals of the unwelcome
visitors from the north.

had been put to in connection with the
Looch Lomond extensions, and on ac-
count of this more revenue was need-
ed. He agreed that the rate was high,
and personally he thought the principle
of increasing the rate to large con-
sumers was wrong. The same provis-
fon, however, applies to the C. P. R,
which pays for twenty-five million gal-
lons, but only used twenty million gal-
lons.

WOULD SEEK SUPPLY ELSE-
WHERE.

Mr. Tiffin intimated that the present
policy would be to force the railway to
seek a water supply elsewhere. THe
road now used 40,000,000 a year. He did
not think that the city had believed
they would use the excess quantity or
they would not have taken guch sum-
mary action.

The chairman said the I. C. R. had
not been treated differently from other
water customers. None of them got
any special noticé of the increase, ex-
cept through the newspapers, before
they received their bills.

The rallway representatives said the
1. C. R. had a special contract with the
city and had to pay $2,500 whether it
used one or 20,000,000 gallons. It was
therefore only right that they should
have been notified so that they could
make other arrangements if necessary.
They did not think they should be pun-
ished because they were large con-
sumers.

It was suggested that the city might
reduce the rate for this year, but that
they, could make no rebate on the as-
sessment up to May of this year, as
that came in last year’s business. Mr.
Brady said that such a course would
be satisfactory. He again informed the
board that if the railway was not
treated fairly they would g0 right
ahead with the work of obtaining their
own water supply.

The commissioners then asked that
their water supply should not be cut off
pending the settlement of this dispute,
and this was agreed to.

Mr. Tiffin pointed out that the rail-
way was already working under diffi-
culties owing to the cost of switching
cars to and from West St. John, and
Ald. Sculley’s assurance that this would
be overcome by the Navy Island
Bridge did not seem to satisfy Mm.

Mr. Brady tendered cheques for $26.91
for payment of their account to May 1
at the old rate. It was decided to ac-
cept them on account. i

The railway commissioners then with-
drew and after some discussion regard-
ing the need of an assistant engineer
the hoard proceeded to discuss the re~
quest of the railway representatives.

Ald. Sculley suggested that the as-
sessment be fixed next vear at a low
enough figure to allow the railway to

{ recover the extra amount collected from

them.

Ald. Kelley thought the assessment
should remain as it was. He pointed
out that the pulp mill-at Misnec was
not getting enough water, and if there
was a choice between the two he would
rather see the railway cut off. He did

| not believe the 1. C. R. could get a suf-

ficient supply elsewhere.

Ald. Hayes said that he did not think
the extra charge would stand if brought
into court. And the fact they had the
railway at a disadvantage should not
justify the city in taxing them unjustly.
