It was a notorious fact that families
in English-speakmg communities were
growing smaller and smaller. News-
paper and magagjne articles in abun-
dance were being written with a view
to set forth the actual conditions.

In a certain section in Nova Scotia the
number of families was decreasing,
and tlis decrease could not be traced
to emigration, but to conditions which
concerned the family. The English peo-
ple in Montreal would decrease rapid-
ly were it not for immigration, while
on the other hand the French-Cana-
dian population was creasing - rapid-
ly. In the case of English people it
could not be denied that the mothers
were avoiding the duties and respon-
sibilities of motherhood. The evil was
not only a real, but a growing and
serious one.

The Very Rev. Dean Evans strongly
supported what had been said. From
a close study of families he believed
that matters were far from satisfac-
tory. The cause must be largely attri-
buted to the overflowing-spirit of lux-

Families now vied with each other for
social  distinction. = Their residences
were often 80 expensively. furnished,
in comparison with their means, that
they could not afford the luxury of
children.
