Many o(l
the babies, whosq lives were (lg.troy-,
ed in the fire and smoke, were'bug a
few days or a few weeks ¢ld, The
elderly inmates were housed in
another section of the Nunmnery, and
were not immediately affected by
the fire.

No Definite Figures.

The loss of life amongst the child-
ven in the infants’ home department
of the Nunnery could not be definitely
ascertained tomight, but firemen at
10.30, when the top section was still
smouldering, found the charred bodles
of twenty children, Nearly as many
were.found later. It is feared that
many more perished, and the loss of
life may total well over fifty

All the other inmates of the big
building are believed to have escaped.
These Included the nuns, nursing s&ls-
ters, returned wounded or sick soldiers
aged sick or crippled men and women,
to the number of about a thousand.
They scattered in various directions,
so that it may be some time before
there can be a roll call.
