A REMEDY FOR CAR FAMINES.

The car famine which prevailed with the
,principal railways on the :‘American con-
‘tinent during the past winter has prompted
the American Railway Association, com-
prising the railways of Canada and the
Uﬂged States, to take an important ac
‘tion lopking towards the solution of this
trouble. It has been found that one
great: cause of car shortage on all railways
is ' the ‘system of using cars at- terminal
ppg;sh for. stotage punposes, prompting’
RM’ railway to unduly use the cars of
every other road for storage of the mer-
ohandise freighted on them to their des-
tination.” Even the eystem of demurrage
[ charges imposed by, railways on their
freightens - has mot successfully checked
this, for the reason that, in many in-
‘stances, it was as much to the interest
of the railway as to the freighter to store
| the goods in the cars on account of the
lack of warehouse facilities, particularly
at terminal points. This has led to an
abuse of the free interchange of cars be-
tween connecting lines, resulting in a car
shortage at the busiest ‘times of the year.

The mailways comprising the American
Railway Association have by a great ma-
jority vote decided that, aiter July lst,
‘1902,' a per diem charge of 20 cents shall
be paid by one railway to the other for
the use of freight cars and that “a road
" ghall have the right to demand the re-
“ {urn of its car after it has been out 20
% days consecutively on any road. 1f the
“ car is held by that road more than 10
“days after the date of such notice, mak-
“ing 30 days in all, thereafter-a penalty
« rate of 80 cents per day in addition to
 “ the per diem rate shall be paid by such
“3oad for the further use of that car.”
A set of rules has been devised by the
Association for the successful carrying out
of this principle, but it is sufficient to
say that in case of dispute between roads
an arbitration committee of five members
shall finally decide the question at issue.

It will be seen at a glance what an
important change the per diem charge on
freight cars-will make in the transporta-
tion business of the continent, and what
a bearing ‘it must inevitably have in the
settlement of the question of car shortage
which thas beccme year by year ore ag-
gravated. Since the introduction of grain
elevators perhaps nothing more import-

no longer pay a railway to store freight
either in its own cars or in cars of a
foreign road, for if it can mno longer use
foreign cars for this purpose it is cheaper

to. provide warehouse capacity than use

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its ewn cars for storage purposes. 'Tihis
is especially true of railways running in-
to export terminals such as St. John,
where freight must be in readiness for
delivery to the steamer connections. In-
stead of hundreds of loaded cars being
held on the tracks of both I. C. R. and
C. P. R, it will mean that this export
freight, excepting where prompt shipment
ia possible, will be unloaded into the
terminal warehouses which must be erect-
ed for that purpose. What this means
at a great port like New York one can
faintly imagine. And yet in the end it
is in the interests of the country at large.
Shippers will be able to obtain cars,
farmers can realize on their cafttle, their
grain and other farm produce instead of
having their barns bursting with the fruit
of the fields and being forced to stack
itheir grain in the fields and streets of the
‘towns as was the experience last fall
and winter in Manitoba and the western
country of both Canada and the United
States.

The imposition of a per diem charge on
freight cars beween railways is in short
one of the important movements in the
solution of the transportation problem,
which js the greatest problem of this grow-
ing natiom.

HALIFAX TO HAVE A SHIPYARD.

“Halifax voted overwhelmingly yesterday
in favor of the proposition that the city
ghould grant a bonus of $100,000 for the
edtablishment of a steel shipbuilding in-
dustry on the shores of that harbor. The
‘town of Dartmouth has already voiced
its willingness to put up another $100,000
and the Nova Scotia legislature at its last
session voted o &imilar amount. The
proposition has been developed from the
offer of Messrs. Swan & Huuter, of New-
castle-on-Tyne, to establish the yard gﬂfnd
contribiite half the necessary capital 'if
such a benus as has now-been-determined
upan should be aised. .It would seemn
therefore that all that remains to inau-
gurate operations is to borrow the money
and go ahead, although meantime the
Dominion government is being asked for
a further subsidy. The outcome should cer-
tainly be a big thing for the benefit of
Halifax, although the initial taxation will
‘be heavy. The proposition is for a yard
capable of building steamships of 700 feet
keel, the largest afloat.

FINANCIAL VALUE OF LIFE.

An action in tort—that is, an action
for damages for a wrongful act, neglect or
default . whereby legal damage is caused
to the person, property or reputation of
another—is mow in progress in the United
States, which is of more than ordinary
interest because its object is to establish

daims for loss of life. The plaintiff - in:
this cad is the widow of 24 man who Tost
his life’in the Park avenue tunnel catas-
trophe. ! She took action for $100,000 dam-
ages and a jury gave her a verdict for
#B0,000, ' which is said to have been the
largest. ever given in New York state for
loss of & human life. The fact of re-
sponsibility was admitted by the defend-
ant railroad company, the only question
being the amount of the damages, which
are now declared to have been adjusted
at an excessive figure and the case has
been appealed.

The two sides of the question are of
course that of the legitimate claim of the
plaintiff and that of the legitimate re-
sponsibility of the railway company. On
the part of the widow and family it may
be said that the interest of the sum sued
for would not be any more than and per-

haps nol as greal an income as the man,
cut off in the-prime of his prosperity,
could have secured for them. To award
full and complete compensation would
therefore not be practicable. On the other
hand, as the New York Commercial has
put it, “if the rule of gauging such dam-
ages by the income-producing capacity of
the vietim were always to be strictly fol-
lowed, no transportation company could
afford to assume the risk incident to haul-
ing passengers at the present rates. So
the question at once resolves itself into
one of satisfaction—not of absolute com-
pensation.” : '

If in this matter therefore the higher
American courts can establish some satis-
factory basis for the settlement of claims
for loss of life, it will certainly be a great
advance over existing eonditions. And
while the higher courts are about it, if
they could adjust the relative amounts
payable for loss of limbs, eyes, etc., it
would be another great aid in the settle-
ment of the innumerable law suits which
arise upon claims in those matters. It has
been argued by some that the basis of the
accident insurance companies for eompen-
sation might be accepted, but a moment’s
reflection will show that a man's future
capability of earning cannot be determined
by his actual status ag any set date and
therefore no fair ground for settlement
cculd be held upon a man’s ability at any

,particular date to carry a specified amount |,

of insurance. To declare how much risk
the traveler should bear and how great
risk the transportation company should
be- obliged to assume, is the question for
the law to 'decide. :

NEW TIME STANDARD JUNE 15.

So satisfactory and cordial have been
the co-operation of all departments of the
Canadion government concerned 'in  the
movement for 'the unification of time
throughott the mdritime provinces to the
standard of the sixtieth meridian, popu-
larly known as Atlantic standard, that it
may now be positively announced the new
standard will be inaugurated on June 15.
That is the date decidéd upon by the In-
tercolonial and Canadian Pacific Railways
for the putting into effect of their sum-
mer time tables, whidh are now being
prepared according to that end, and the
letter we print in anéther column today
from the Department of Marine and Fish-
eries at Ottanva assures the public not only
that the dropping of the local time ball
will be promptly set in accordance with
the change, . but that ‘“after careful con-
sideration of this matter, the Department
is strongly in favor of the ‘adoption of the
sixtieth -meridian time: throughout New

the information' that‘the tide tables are
a'ready issued upon the hew system and,
as is wéH known, the :’Western Union Tele-
graph Company have. used it for some

| years. The public may therefore prepare

to put themselves in line with, the reform
and hurrah accordingly on the date speci-
fied. : ERh

Now tha.t’the date has been set by the
railways, which held the key to the situ-
ation, it follows that the Lieut.-Governor
in ‘Coundil ‘may prepare forthwith the
necessary proclamation in accordance with
the bill adopted at the last session of the
legislature. It is opportune therefore to
reprint this measure, which is as follows:

Whereas it has been represented that
the Intercolonial railway authorities and
the Oanadian Pacific Railway Company
having determined upon the adoption of
Atlantic standard time in the operation
of said railways in this province, and in
order to prevent confusion and incon-
venience to the public it is desirable to
provide for the general adoption of such
time as hereinafter provided for;

Be it therefore enacted by the lieut.
governor’ and legislative assembly as fol-
lows: * |

Whenever any act is directed to be per-
formed, or agreed or Tequired to be done
at an hour ‘of the clock, such hour shall
be held to mean the hour of the day as
it then .is at the -sixtieth meridian of
longitude. -

This act shall not go into force until
the lieut.-governor in ‘council shall order by
proclamation to be published in’ the Royal
Gazette, and the publication of such proc-
lamation in the Royal Gazette shall be
evidence in all courts of the making and
publication of such proclamation.

Similar action by the city council of St.
John, which has likewise adopted = the
necessary resolutions, will be in order, and
there is mo reason why the innovation
will no} prove most easy of adoption and
without any hitch in the transition. There
is no necessity whatever for any alarm as
to getting to work earlier or making any
change in airangements. All that any
citizen will have to do on June 15 will
be to set his watch by any of the public
clocks or have any watchmaker set ‘it for
him. Thenceforward- there will be no
other time and wherever he may go, by
rail or steamer anywhere throughout the
maritime provinces, the St. John mai’s
own time will be the true fime, the time
of the railway time tables, of the courts,
schools, dhurches, factories, ete. The con-
summation, now so nearly attained, will
be one for heartiest congratulation by all
the people.

NOVA SCOTIA POLITICS.

The recent death of IHon. Thomas Rob-
ertson, M. P. P. ior Shelburne county,
N. §., attracts momentary attention to
local politics in the sister province. With
an opposition of only two in a house of
38, there is ample timber for the sclection
of another speaker, but the two names
mentioned seem to be those of Mr. F. A.
Laurence, member for Colchester, and
Mr. George Mitchell, a well-known mer-
chant of Halifax. -As to the representa-
tion of Shelburne county, for which Mr.
Robertson sat, and which is part of the
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constituency of the Hon. Minister o
Finance. in the Dominion House, local talk,
it is said, has begun of several names,
including prominently that of Mr. Andrew

Robertson, cousin of the deceased, and

one of the best-known and most respected

residents of Barrington. There is men-
tion also of Mr. W. F. MacCoy, present
Recorder of the city of Halifax, who sat
for the county in the local house some
twenty years ago- And on the opposition
side it is said that Mr. Hood, -of Shel-
burne, who only received some 300 votes
when running in opposition to the late
Mr. Robertson last fall, still has political
aspirations. The election, however, will
probably not be precipitated.

TIDE TABLES IN THE NEW TIM‘E‘.—

The public who supported the recently,
successful agitation for the adoption
throughout the maritime provinces of
standard time of the 60th meridian, will
be glad to learn a fact of which many
were doubtless unaware, that the govern-
ment of Canada had previoudly so far
recognized thig time standard as the
proper thing for this section of the coun-
try that it had been used all along by the
Tidal Survey for the publication of the
tide tables. .

The Telegraph is now in receipt of a
letter from Mr. W. Bell Dawson, in
charge of the tidal eurvey, enclosing
copies of tide tables for the present year
and noting that as the arrangement for

(general use of the 60th meridian time

here had been decided mpon, the publica-
tion of the tables would become more
widely useful ahd accurately appreciable
than ever.

To Save Life at Sea.

To the Editor of The Telegraph: ‘

héaded “To save life at sea,” stating that
the heirs of Anthony Pollok, a passenger
on the lost steamship La Bourgogne, have
offered a prize of $20,000 for an invention
devising a means of saving life at sea.

Would you kindly give the public some |

more information on this subject, as to the
address of these heirs or their agent? Who
are they judges of the invention? If it is

required to be patented, ete. We have
plenty of inventive genius in the mari-
time provinces aad who knows but that
some one through reading your paper may
devise the required invention and capture
the prize.

In response to the above it may. be
stated that the British ‘consul-general in
Paris will no doubt be able to afford de-
tails ‘of>information. The London Shipping
Gazette, pf recent date had the following:

Competitions were held in 1900 at Paris,
and last year at Havre, but at each the
prize had to be withheld, as the interna-
tional juries to whom the examinations
were assigned considered that no onme of
the exhibited - devices was of sufticient
merit. Mr. Consul-General Hertslet, in
his constlar report for the district of
Havre, just ,ublished, gives aa account
of the comptition at Havre, which de-
serves careful consideration by intending
competitors. It appears that the Paris
competition showed the mnecessity of
cautioning competitors against sending in
apparatus which could not be worked by
the limited number of the crew on mer-
chant vessels, or which unduly encumber-
ed the decks; and in particular all such
things as rafts, which had to be mounted
or inflated at the time of the accident,
deckhouses, etc., supposed to float auto-
matically, were excluded. The exhibits
at the Havre competition were diviaed,
first, according to the three conditions,
and next into classes. Under the first
coadition “to prevent collision at sea”
were (1) wireless telegraphy; (2) sound
signals in air; (3) sentry ahead of ship.
The jury considered the system of wire-
less telegraphy would prove the most use-
ful; sound signals they considered too un-
¢ertain; and the exhibits under class 3
were unanimously rejected. The jury were
probably fully justified in selecting wire-

-less telegraphy as likely to be found val-

uable at some future time for the required
purpose; sound signals have had full trial,
and anyone with experience in Admiralty
collision cases must know how often sound
signals are misheard or not heard at all.
The exhibits under the second condition,
“to save the ship in case of collision”
were divided into (1) ‘methods of saving
a ship from sinking, and (2) reducing the’
impact of collision. (1) Was divided again
into (a) water-tight hatches and (b) bulk-
head doors, of which the jury thought
some clever combination might be a real
safeguard, but they added a caution that
the strengthening of decks must be at-
tended to if sliding hatches were fixed.
Again the opinion of the judges seems
sound. If a ship is divided into a suf-
ficient number of water-tight compart-
ments, clearly she must be more likely
to float after a collision than one not so
divided, but it is worth noting that the
unfortunate La Bourgogne was divided in-
to 13 water-tight compartmeats. 'The
third sub-division (c) contained *various
fantastic devices, rubber tubes with gas ‘n
them and suchl¥e.” The second division
(2) contained such mechanical contrivin
es as buffers of cork, sponge, rubber,
spring buffers, projecting fins to stop the
way, ete. All in the mature of buffers
were condemned, on the ground that they
would penetrate almost as easily as the
stem itself. Under the third condition,
“to save passengers and crew collectively,”
were boats and rafts, but the complaint
against them was their bulkiness and
weight. The general observation follows
to the effecti that in only a few cases did
the inventors have any practical know-
ledge of the actual conditions of accidents
at sea. We trust that the givers of the
prize will not be disheartened. There are
plenty of inventors and:plenty of men
with practical knowledge of the sea, and
there ‘must be men who have both the
kaowledge and the faculty. It probably
is only a matter of time. The fact that
the prize is offered is at present not as
widely known as it should and will be.
We might make one suggestion, which is
that Condition 1 should be dropped. The
great mass of collisions are due to negli-
gence of one kind or another—bad look-
out, excessive speed in fog, close shaving,
and so on. No invention will prevent neg-
ligence; indeed, one result of the use of
supposed preventatives would almost sure-
ly be increased confidence, which may
well lead to additional danger.

A MATTER OF IMPORTANCE,

Effort to Overcome Delay on Maine
Central and Let C. P, R, in Here
Earlier Than Now.

G. A. Sharpe, superintendent of the .
. Island Railway, passed through the
city Wednesday en route to Charlottetown.
Mr. Sharpe has been in Portland, Boston,
Montreal and Ottawa on business con-
nected with the providing of railway con-
nedtions at Point Du Chene which will
better serve the people of the island. The
late arrival of the Boston and Montreal
trains at Point Du ‘Chene, where connec-
tions are made nvith the steamers for
Summerside, is, under the present sche-
dule, not as satisfactory as the island
people would wish. As a result of it all
Jocal business between Summerside, Tig-
nish and Charlottetown has had to be
carried on between 9 p. m. and 1 a. m.
P. E. Islanders are insisting that trains
must arrive earlier at Point Du TChene
or it will be necessary to break the con-
nections as the local trains must accom-
modate the local traffic.

In comversation Mr. Sharpe said the
Canadian Pacific ‘people were willing to
bring their train into St. John one hour
and ten minutes earlier than last year's
summer schedule. This would bring the
Atlantic express into St. John at 11
o’clock local time.

According to last summer’s schedule
the 5.30 p. m. train for Boston made the
pun in 13 hours 55 minutes. The night
train from Boston to St. John wihich
leaves Boston at 7 p. m., arrives here at
11.20 next day—two hours and 25 minutes
longer than the time of passage from St.
John to Boston. Of this extra time' the
Maine Central consumes two hours in
accommodating through travel to that ex-
tent.

The way the C. P. R. and P. E. Island
railway punpose to bring the change about
is by inducing the Maine Central to run
their train from Boston to St. John in as
quick time as is made in the opposite
passage. If the American road will meet
the other lines half way in the proposi-
tion enough time can be saved to bring
the C. P. R. into St. John one hour and’
ten minutes earlier, which will amply
meet all requirements.

ATLANTIC TIME JUNE 15.

New Standard in Favor at Marine and Fisheries Depart-
ment, Ottawa, and Time Ball at St. John Will Be
Regulated By It—Letter Received.

In regard to the change of time to At-
lantic standard with the inauguration’ of
the summer time tables by the railways,
it is now learned that other arrangements
are being satisfactorily completed, and
the time ball un the custom house wiil
also be regulated in accordance with the
new system. The railway time tables. will
come into effect on June 15 and Chair-
man Barnaby, of the board of trade time
committee, is in receipt of the following
letter from Ottawa in regard to the time
ball:

Minister of Marine and Tisheries;
Ottawa, Canada, 25th April, 1902.
Dear Sir,—Referring to yours of the

17th inst., in regard to the general adop-
tion in the maritime provinces of the time
of the 60th meridian, I beg to say that
after careful consideration of this matter
the department is strongly in favor of
the adoption of the 60th meridian time
throughout New Brunswick, and if the St.
John board of trade makes the chansze
the department will immediately arrange
to drop the time ball by the 60th meridian
time.
